NepiecieSamiba
reagét uz aktualajiem notikumiem un spéja adekvati aprakstit gan
notiekoSo, gan jau notikuSo ir viens no zinatnes pamatuzdevumiem.
Patlaban, 21. gadsimta sakuma, kad Eiropa dazadu satricinajumu
ietekme globalizacija, starptautiskas attiecibas, migracija, konflikti,
informativais kar$ un idzigi jedzieni ir nokluvusi sabiedrisko diskusiju
uzmanibas centra, kultlru tapSana ka atfistiba, degradacija vai vien-
karSi parmainas migracijas cela ir viens no tiem pasizpratnes elemen-
tiem, nacionalas un intelektualas identitates butiskajiemn pamatiem,
kas varétu izradities Tpasi nozimigs aktualajas diskusijas gan lokalaja,
gan starptautiskaja limen.

Latvijas humanitaro zinatnu institGtu sadarbibas projekta “Kultdru
migracija Latvija”, kura ietvaros ari tapis Sis krajums, pétnieciska foku-
sa pasparne iemajo vairaki jedzieni un hipotezes, kas butiski nosaka
péetijuma iespejamibu un ta aktualitati. Neskaitot kultaru un migraciju,
viens no Siem apjegumiem ir globalizacijas un lokalo kultGru attieci-
bas, proti, rosingjums neskatit kultlras un to izpausmes ka izolétus
un lokalus notikumus. Ideja par kulturu migraciju un tas péetisanas
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iespejamibu liek no jauna palukoties uz vestures, ideju vestures, filo-
sofijas, lingvistikas, folkloristikas, makslas un citu nozaru novietojumu
un to savstarpgjo saikni plasaka konteksta.

Strauji augosais dzives temps un geografiska attaluma lomas
mazinaSanas Vel vairak aktualizeé témas, kuras jau ieprieks ir bijuSas
nozimigas. Ideju un kultdras ietekmju migracija kulttru saskarsmes
un konfliktu robezas nav jaunums, tacu jaunums ir intensitates pie-
augums. Tadéjadi kulturu mijiedarbiba izvirzas uz aktualas dienaskar-
tibas skatuves, kur ierastas robezas ir nojauktas. Ka izturéties un ka
turpmak dzivot sada situacija, ka iztureties pret pagajibas mantojumu
globala méroga? Kada ir pagatnes mantojuma loma Sodienas pa-
saule? — Sie jautajumi ir kultGru migracijas starpdisciplinaras pétnieci-
bas uzmanibas centra.

Lai gan lidz Sim Latvija jau ir veikti pétijumi par dazadam témam,
kuras dalgji ir paredzéts aplukot ar $a projekta realizéSanas gaita,
petnieki ierasti ir pieversusies vienam vai otram noteiktam aspek-
tam — personalijam, makslas virzieniem, atseviskam skolam un ci-
tiem aspektiem. Tadi p&tijumi ir atzistami un vainagojas ar jauniem
rakstiem, monografijam, konferencém un seminariem, kas veicina
zinaSanu parnesi, tomeér tie sniedz fragmentaru ieskatu latvieSu kul-
tlras tapSanas procesa, tapéec arvien skaidrak iezimejas nepieciesa-
miba izveidot vienotu un ietveroSu kopainu, kas spéetu sintezét daza-
do nozaru daudzpusigos attistibas celus, redz&jumus un ambicijas.
Humanitaro zinatnu péetnieki reizém isteno savas akademiskas inte-
reses individuali vai nelielas grupas, ka rezultata mazinas vinu kon-
kurétspeja starptautiska imeni, piesaistot finansgjumu un meklgjot
sadarbibas partnerus. Dazbrid pat vienas zinatnes nozares ietvaros
komunikacija nav tik cieSa, kadu varetu véléeties, un zinatniekiem nav
pietieckami daudz informacijas par savu kolégu aktualajiem izpétes
laukiem Nidz bridim, kad tiek publicéti petjumu rezultati. Tapeéc pro-
jekta noluks ir aicinat dazadu nozaru specialistus sadarboties, lai
atklatu petijumu virzienu saskarsmes punktus un paraléles, veicinot
cieSaku starpinstitucionalu sakaru nostiprinasanos un konkurétspéju
un nakotnes perspektiva paverot jaunas starptautiskas sadarbibas
iespéjas. Jaatzime, ka projekta ir iesaistiti vairaki arzemju sadarbibas
partneri: Klaipédas Universitate (Lietuva), Berlines Humboltu univer-
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sitate (Vacija), Helsinku Universitate un citi partneri. Gluzi tapat, ka
kultlras un procesus tajas nevar aplukot ka izolétas vienibas, ar
zinatnes nozares un to pétniecibas priekSmeti nav paklaujami izole-
joSam skatjumam.

Starpdisciplinara pieeja vesturei
lauj no dazadam perspektivam izgaismot latvieSu nacijas pagatni, tas
veidoSanas nosacijumus un apstakl|us, ieraugot art idz Sim neieve-
rotus vai nepietiekami novertétus ietekmes avotus, ka art parlukot
cita izgaismojuma jau paveikto, rodot plasaku kontekstu un dziluma
dimensiju, savukart ideju un intelektualas véstures metodologija atkla
latvieSu cieSo saikni ar pargjam tautam un savstarpéjos mijiedarbibas
punktus. Ja aplukotu tikai argjas ietekmes, tad Latvija neatklatos ka
pilnvertiga vieniba kulturu mijiedarbibu dinamiskaja tiklojuma, tapec
petnieku uzmanibas centra ir art jautajums par to, ka procesi Latvijas
teritorija ir ietekméjusi kulturu citviet pasaulé. Projekta noluks ir para-
dit kultGru migraciju ka Latviju bagatinoSu faktoru atskiriba no sociali
politiskas vestures, kur Latvija tiek skatita ka sveSu varu daudzkart
okupéta cietéja.

Krajums ir
tapis pec konferences “Ziemeli-dienvidi un citi virzieni”, un tas ir viens
no posmiem cela uz merki.

Sa pétijuma un arf krdjuma pamata ir starpdisciplinara metode —
viens no pamatakmeniem, kas veido kultGru savisanas, parcelosa-
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nas, savstarpéjas ietekmes, kultGras nozaru sajugtibas un parklasa-
nas, proti, kultGru migracijas visparejas ainas parskata iespejamibu.
Tam jaizveido vienots un saistoss izklasts, kur kopéja aina paradas
gan nozaru, gan laikmetu, gan virzienu satiksmes dinamika un vie-
notiba.

Zinojuma krajuma izstrade piedalijusies pétnieki no Cetriem va-
doSajiem humanitaro zinatnu institttiem Latvija: LU Filozofijas un
sociologijas institlta, LU LatvieSu valodas institGta, LU Latvijas
véstures instituta un LU Literatdras, folkloras un makslas institu-
ta. Projekta ietvaros jau notika konferences, tika publiceti raksti un
tezu krajumi, ka arn izveidota timekla vietne. Nakotné tiks rikotas
konferences, seminari, izdota monografija un krajumi, norisinasies
pétnieciskas darba vizites Austrija, Krievija, Cehija un citas valsts.
Petijluma nosleguma ir planots izveidot kolekfivu monografiju, kas
sniegs novatorisku izpratni par kulturas procesiem Latvija un tas
lomu pasaules kultira. Cetru instititu sadarbibas rezultata rikota
zinatniskas konference un tapusais zinojumu krajums ir viens no
posmiem starpdisciplinara, parskato$a un ieklaujoSa skatijuma mo-
dela izstrade.

Vesturiskais
atskats lauj gtt priekSstatu par kultru migracijas geografiskajam un
laika robezam, un valodas pétijumi par noteiktu veéstures laikmetu
parada cie$as saiknes un ietekmes, kas noteikuSas dazadu kultd-
ru tapSanu. Valodniece liga Jansone péta somugru cilmes Latvijas
toponimus, un Ojars Buss apliko varda “jura” izcelsmi un ietekmi.
Filosofiskas refleksijas par ideju vesturi un ietekmi, ka ari jedzie-
niska aparata izstrade veido pétijuma teoretisko karkasu. Filosofs

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Liepina-Sarkovska raksta par Rigas teatra un skanu makslinieku
leksikonu, bet Dita Jonite — par dejas skolu ietekmi. Sis un citas no-
zares atspogulo dazadu kultdru ietekmes un veidoSanas procesus.
Visbeidzot Anita Rozkalne raksta par kolektiva, apvienojosa pétiju-
ma metodologiskajiem nosacijumiem un iespé&jamibu.

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PREFACE

Correlation between research and global and local social pro-
cesses has always been a dare for any field of science. One of the
cornerstones of science is the urge to reflect on topicalities and
the ability to adequately outline current and past developments. At
the present moment, at the outset of the 21th century, with Europe
struck with various mishaps, public discussions are swamped with
such terms as globalisation, international relations, migration, con-
flicts, information warfare and others, and the emergence of cultures
as development, degradation or mere changes caused by migration
is one of the elements of self-awareness and foundations of national
and intellectual identity, which may turn out to be of particular signifi-
cance in the present local and global discussions.

The “Cultural migration in Latvia” is a cooperation project invol-
ving institutes of humanitarian sciences in Latvia. It materialises also
in this collection of articles and focuses on several concepts and
hypotheses, to a large extent, defining the feasibility and topicality of
the research. One of the concepts, besides culture and migration,
is an interaction between globalisation and local cultures, namely,
the motion not to study cultures and their manifestations in isolation



and solely from a local perspective. The notion of cultural migration
and its research potential proposes revaluation of the position and
broader interaction of the history, history of ideas, philosophy, linguis-
tics, folklore studies, art and other spheres.

The sharply increasing pace of life and diminishing of the relevan-
ce of geographical distance triggers some crucial topics even more.
Migration of ideas and cultural implications at the point of intersection
and conflicts are not a novelty, yet the rise in the intensity is unpre-
cedented. Thus the cultural correlation steps into the spotlight with
no common rules. The interdisciplinary research of cultural migration
strives to answer questions on the preferable reaction to the present
situation and on ways of making peace with it, as well as the role of
legacy in the modern world.

Previous research in Latvia covers diverse topics, with some of
them included in this project, yet researchers mostly focus on one
individual aspect — particulars of a person, art trends, individual sc-
hools and other aspects. Such research is appreciated and produce
publications, monographs, conferences and seminars boosting the
transfer of knowledge, yet they provide a fragmented picture of the
outset of the Latvian culture, highlighting the necessity for a single
and hoalistic perspective, combining diverse developments of distinct
fields, visions and ambitions. Occasionally researchers of humanita-
rian sciences work individually or in small groups, thus limiting their
competitiveness in attraction of funding and search for cooperation
partners on a global scale. At times, even the level of communica-
tion among researchers representing the same field of science may
seem disappointing, and they have little understanding of the work
of one’s peers until the publication of findings. Therefore the project
encourages interaction of experts representing various fields, in order
to indicate the points of intersection and similarities of different study
fields while strengthening interinstitutional relations and competitive-
ness and building the foundations for a potential future cooperation
at international level. The participation of foreign partners, including
the University of Klaipeda (Lithuania), the University of Humbolt in
Berlin (Germany), the University of Helsinki and other partners, is no-
teworthy. Just like cultures and processes thereof should not be tre-
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ated separately, also the fields of science should be examined jointly
with the subjects of a study.

Therefore the task and reason behind the project is the urge to lo-
cate a common and comprehensive route outlining the history of ide-
as and enigma of linguistics, as well as the philosophical tangle and
secrets behind other fields of research. Puzzling out these subjects,
the origin of ethnos and culture in the territory of Latvia may transpi-
re. It may also reveal the correlation between different cultures and
further intertwining with traditions of other cultures even beyond the
present territory of Latvia. The inter-disciplinary historical approach
dissects the past of the Latvian nation from different perspectives, as
well as the conditions of its formation, revealing also disregarded or
neglected influences and revalue the previous results, expanding the
context and depth; in its turn, the methodology of idea and intellec-
tual history reveals strong tie between Latvians and other nations, as
well as the points of interaction. Analysing merely outer influences,
Latvia would not stand as a thorough unit in the dynamic network of
cultural correlation, therefore researchers focus also on implications
of developments in the territory of Latvia on cultures elsewhere in the
world. The aim of the project is to reveal the cultural migration as a
way of enriching the Latvian nation, in contrast with the socially-politi-
cal history depicting Latvia as a recurrent victim of occupying foreign
powers.

The scope of covered and anticipated subjects is broad, and it
is challenging to make a single picture out of them all — from archa-
eology to schools of dance and from societies of artists to finesse of
philosophical concepts. It is an ambitious and complex task requiring
special methods, structures and terminology. The research covers
both the chronological and geographical dimension using the four
cardinal point archetype — North-South and East-West. The collec-
ted articles is a follow-up of the conference “North-South and other
directions”, and it is one of several stages in completion of the task.

The research and the collected articles are based on an inter-dis-
ciplinary method — one of the cornerstones allowing reflection on
tangle of cultures, as well as migration, interrelation and hooking and
overlapping of cultures, namely, the general scope of cultural migra-
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tion. It requires a unified and captivating summary, revealing general
dynamics and unity of the point of intersection of fields, eras and
trends.

The collected articles contain the works of researchers from four
leading institutes of humanitarian sciences in Latvia: the Institute of
Philosophy and Sociology of the University of Latvia, the Latvian
Language Institute of the University of Latvia, the Institute of Latvi-
an History at the University of Latvia and the Institute of Literature,
Folklore and Art of the University of Latvia. Until now the project has
manifested in a conference, published articles and theses and a web
site. Moreover conferences, seminars, publication of a monograph
and collected articles as well as research visits to Austria, Russia,
Czech Republic and other countries are anticipated. In the final stage
of the project a collective monograph will be published, providing an
innovative percept of the cultural processes in Latvia and its effect
on the global culture. The scientific conference and collected articles
resulting from cooperation of the four institutes is one step in elabo-
ration of an interdisciplinary, general and inclusive perspective model.

The collection of research articles covers a wide range of spheres.
The historian Andrejs Vasks describes migration in ancient Latvia,
whereas Gunita Zarina depicts demographic transition processes in
Latvia. The historic report gives an idea of geographic and time limi-
tations of the cultural migration, whereas linguistic studies on a parti-
cular historical era highlight the close relation and influences forming
various cultures. The linguist llga Jansone studies Latvian toponyms
of Finno-Ugric origin, whereas Ojars BuSs elaborates on the origin
and influence of the word sea ‘jura’. The theoretical framework of the
research consists of philosophical reflections on the history of ideas
and influence and the development of the conceptual apparatus. The
philosopher Girts Jankovskis analyses the existential propositions by
Herder in the linguistic context, whereas Leo Dribins dissects the
notion of anti-culture, Svetlana KovalCuka studies poem “Biarmija”
by Kalistr Zhakov, and researcher of religions Solveiga Kriamina-Kon-
kova describes the effect of Spanish mysticism in Latvia. Research
in literature, arts and folklore reveals particular ideas in interaction
among cultures. Aija Jansone studies the development of patterned

knitted articles’ decoration in Latvia, lize Liepina-Sarkovska elabo-
rates on the Riga theatre and sound artists’ lexicon, whereas Dita
Jonite describes the influence of dance schools. These and other
fields reflect the influence and origin of various cultures. Lastly, Anita
Rozkalne outlines methodological conditions and feasibility of a col-
lective study.
