Academic Library of the University
-E of Latvia (former Bibliotheca
Rigensis, founded in 1524) keeps documents
that bear an interesting testimony to the fates of
old books and manuscripts. The unique collec-
tion of Johann Christoph Brotze (1742-1823),
teacher and regional ethnographer, is one ofthe
most striking evidences of such documents.

Brotze was born in Gorlitz, learned technical
drawing, studied theology and philosophy at
universities of Leipzig and Wittenberg. In 1768,
he moved to Riga and worked as a tutor. In
1769, he started to teach at Riga King’s Lyceum
where he worked for 46 years.

Brotze collected historical material and drew
everything that seemed significant to him. He
fixed everything with great preciseness and
always added written explanations that some-
times were a few lines, but sometimes several
pages long. Many ofthe objects drawn by Brotze
perished or disappeared in the course of time,
but information about them has been preserved
in Brotze’s drawings and descriptions stored in
the library.

Brotze’s drawings are gathered in his most
significant work Sammlung verschiedner

Lieflandischer Monumente... in 10 big volumes
bound in leather (3130 pages, page size
33 x21 cm). Views of settlements in the Baltics,
estate buildings, castles, public edifices, dwell-
ing houses, churches, bridges; town and coun-
try dwellers, their clothing, belongings and
depiction of work process; different technical
equipment (waterline, etc.), monuments, armo-
rial bearings, stamps and coins are depicted in
these volumes. Brotze tried to gather as much
evidence and facts about each town as possible:
he drew the most significant buildings of the
town, gave description of its history, furnished
information on its economic and administrative
situation, and gave facts about its inhabitants
and their occupation.

In the volumes dedicated to the Baltic diplo-
macy entitled Sylloge diplomatum Livoniam
illustrantium J. C. Brotze has precisely copied
the trade agreement between Riga, Gotland
and German cities, on the one hand and the
Count of Smolensk together with the land-
lords of Polock and Vitebsk, on the other hand.
After Riga was founded Germans started active
trading with Polock, Vitebsk, based on the 1229
trade agreement.

The Trade Agreement
between Riga, Polotsk
and Smolensk.

Thanks to the drawings of J. C. Brotze we can
visualize the demeanor of the representatives of
14 different nationalities that inhabited Riga at
that time: the occupation, traditions and style.
The Belarusians that are depicted on the draw-
ing brought goods by sledge or came to Riga for
work related purposes.

Holy Trinity Orthodox Church, situated in
Pardaugava, was built for Russian merchants,
who brought goods on hauls. Priests came
for services in the Church every spring from
Belorussian monasteries 1786.

J. C. Brotze included into collection Monumente
the drawings of then part of Belorussian region
cities of Latgale region: Rézekne, Ludza and
Vilaka.

Brotze’s archive holds rich and relevant material
on Estonia. He copied the 15th century stamps of
Tallinn bishop and the Dome chapter, gathered
topographical drawings and information on par-
ishes of Estonia. Brotze’s Monumente includes a
portrait of the earliest Estonian poet, the Riga-
born Kristjan Jaak Peterson (1801-1822), as
well as drawings and descriptions of Estonians

met in Riga, pictures and information on Tartu,
Kuressaare, Narva, Parnu, Tallinn, Viljandi and
other towns and settlements of Estonia.

Preservation of Brotze's originals was very
topical not long ago. Very intense use of the
valuable material caused its damage and dete-
rioration. In 1994, in order to preserve these
documents and to provide access to them,
research work was commenced to replace
the unique originals by electronic copies in
the Academic Library. In 1997, the Academic
Library worked out a project supported by
the Soros Foundation-Latvia and the Open
Society Institute. The damaged volumes
were restored and a digital archive of the ten
volumes of Brotze’s Monumente was created. It
consists of 3130 pages of high quality electronic
images (600 dpi). It provides the information
users with the possibility to analyse details
of the considerably enlarged drawings and to
get reproductions equivalent to the originals.
There is great demand for this collection. In
order to have free access to it, an on-line data-
base of the Monumente was created in 2000
(http://www3.acadlib.lv/broce).

The collection o f Brotze Monumente

In 2004, the Society Integration Foundation
supported the project Depiction of the
Multinational Latvia in Brotze's Works. At the
same time a picture gallery of people of differ-
ent nationalities was created, and Estonians
were among them.

Since 1992 the Institute of the History of Latvia
and the Academic Library have published the
book Johans Kristofs Broce. Zimgumi un
apraksti (Johann Christoph Brotze. Drawings
and Descriptions). The four volumes have
already been published, and they have pictures
about Riga, its vicinity and regions of Latvia.

In 2006 was published Brotze Estonica. The
material on Estonia was prepared for publica-
tion by the team guided by professor Raimo
Pullat.

The exhibition was presented in many coun-
tries - Estonia, Lithuania, Russia, Belarus,
Georgia, Ukraine, Poland, Hungary, Romania,
Czech, Finland, Austria, Israel and Germany. In
2017 Johann Christoph Brotze's collection was
included in the Latvian National Register of the
UNESCO programme "Memory of the World".
