Humanitarian Conflicts: Lady Muriel Paget’s Mission to Lithuania and the Baltic States

By 1918-1919, the political elites of Lithuania, Latvia and Estonia had to cope with a
cluster of social and political problems which put at risk the very existence of the new-born
nation states. On the one hand, new wars with bordering powers (Russia and Poland) and inner
conflicts (civil wars, guerrillas) represented a source of instability for the whole region. Social
distress inherited from the wartime and difficulties arising from repatriation, on the other,
further jeopardized the very compactness of the social body by virtually strengthening the
attractiveness of social revolution.

Within this framework, the three nation states seemed far too weak to manage social
and political pressure alone. While western powers, such as the US and Great Britain,
expressed their worries about the possible expansion of the Bolshevik revolution westward,
social distress and its political consequences was fought mostly through huge aid delivered in
the form of private humanitarian intervention from both coasts of the Atlantic.

Regardless of declarative identities, humanitarian actors had clear political
individualities and can be divided into two big categories. To the first belonged some of the
most influential private actors, such as the American Relief Administration and the American
Red Cross, which maintained a strong relation with their countries’ governments while
depending on private financing. To the second one belonged a huge amount of large to tiny
private organizations, such as the Lady Muriel Paget’s Mission, which, while emerging from
ideological engagement, could not rely on direct governmental support and pursued their goals
much more freely, though often among enormous difficulties.

Whereas representing both categories, the organizations who operated in the three Baltic
States in the early 1920s — the American Red Cross, the American Relief Administration and
the Lady Muriel Paget Mission — shared common operation lines, even though in a context of
reciprocal concurrence. As the most endangered by the spread of Bolshevism, Latvia and
Estonia became the main recipients of humanitarian aid. Regardless of the fact that in all cases
the humanitarian action aimed at fighting the would-be spread of Bolshevism through the
implementation of children’s material conditions (feeding, clothing, hygiene practices, etc.),
Lady Muriel Paget’s Mission concentrated on mother and child care and education, constantly
sought the cooperation of local authorities and eventually strongly cooperated to the
development of a “modern” understanding of motherhood throughout the region.

So socialo un politisko spiedienu. Kamer rietumu politiskie speki, tadi ka ASV un Lielbritanija,
izteica savas raizes par iesp&jamu lielinieku revolicijas izplatibu rietumu virziena, socialas
problémas un to raditas politiskas sekas tika apkarotas ar apjomiga atbalsta palidzibu, kas
privatas humanitaras palidzibas forma ienaca no abiem Atlantijas okeana krastiem.
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Nenemot véra to deklarétas identitates, humanas palidzibas sniedz&ji bija ar konkrétu
politisku identitati un var tikt iedaliti vismaz divas kategorijas. Pirmo Kkategoriju veido
ietekmigakie lielie privatie palidzibas sniedzgji, tadi ka Amerikas Palidzibas administracija un
Amerikas Sarkanais Krusts, kuri uzturéja cieSas saites ar savu valstu valdibam, bet finansiali
palavas lielakoties uz privatu finansgjumu. Otrai kategorijai piederigs liels skaits siku privatu
organizaciju, tadu ka I&dijas Mjuriclas PeidZetas misija. Lai arl $s organizacijas radas
ideologiskas iesaistes kop€ja kustiba rezultata, tas nevargja palauties uz tieSu valdibas atbalstu
un attiecigi méginaja istenot savus mérkus daudz brivaka forma, bet biezi vien cinoties ar
milzigam grutibam.

Organizacijam, kuras 1920. gadu sakuma darbojas Baltijas valstis — Amerikas
Sarkanajam Krustam, Amerikas Palidzibas administracijai un I&dijas Mjirielas PeidZetas
misijai, neskatoties uz piederibu vienai vai otrai kategorijai, bija kopigas galvenas darbibas
Iinijas. Latvija un Igaunija, kuras vairak apdraud€ja bolSevisma izplatiba, bija galvenas
humanitaras palidzibas sanémgéjas. Lai arT lielakoties visos gadijumos ar humanitaro palidzibu
centas ierobezot bolSevisma izplatibu, uzlabojot bé&rnu materialo stavokli (partika, apgerbs,
higiénas pieejamiba u.c.), I€dijas Mjirielas PeidZetas misija pievérsas mates un b&érna aprupei
un izglitoSanai, ka ar1 pastavigi meklgja sadarbibas iesp€jas ar viet€jam varam un rezultata
ievérojami veicinaja “modernas” izpratnes par mates lomu izplatiSanos regiona.

Iedzivotaju skaita izmainas Latvija Pirma pasaules kara rezultata: prieksstati un
realitate®

1914.-1918. gada daudzi no Latvijas iedzivotajiem gaja boja beglu gaitas, krita ka
karaviri, vai tika nogalinati Pilsonu kara terora un citadi. Tomér zinama dala no vigiem, ap
150 000-200 000 bija evakuétie uznémumu un iestazu stradajosie no pilsétam, ka ari Krievijas
armijas garnizonu karaviri, kuru saikne ar Latviju nebija seviski cieSa vai, pieméram, min&to
karaviru gadijuma, vispar formala.

Jakonstate, ka Krievijas armija bija mobiliz&ti nevis, ka lidz Sim uzskatits, 120 000—
140 000 latviesu jeb kopuma ap 200 000 Latvijas iedzivotaju, bet ievérojami vairak — 450 000—
500 000 viru, starp kuriem vargja bt apmeéram 300 000-350 000 latviesu. Kopuma Latvijas
iedzivotaji Krievijas armija krituSajos un mirusajos zaud€ja ap 70 000 karavirus, un latviesi no
tiem vargja veidot apméram 50 000 viru, bet karadienesta iesaistito Tpatsvars noteikti ir viens
no augstakajiem ne vien Krievijas imperija, bet visa pasaulg, kas izskaidrojams ar Tpatn€jajiem
militarajiem, politiskajiem un socialajiem apstakliem, kados Pirmaja pasaules kara tika
nostaditi Latvijas iedzivotaji.

Jautajuma par beglu skaitu petniekiem joprojam nav vienpratibas un dominé uzskats par
760 000-850 000 cilveku, kas atstajusi Latviju, kas noteikti ir iev€rojami parspiléts. Turklat ar
terminu “begli” tiek saprasti visi, kas atstaja Latviju ka bégli un evakuétie, kaut patiesiba abas
§1s kategorijas biitu strikti janodala. Ka arT janem véra, ka ievérojama dala Kurzemes gubernas
béglu palika Latvijas vai Igaunijas teritorija, loti biitisku dalu starp evakuétajiem veidoja
nelatviesi, un veéstures literatiira dominé kliidains viedoklis gan par Kurzemes gubernas, gan
visas Latvijas iedzivotaju skaitu kopuma un Kurzemes iedzivotaju, lidz ar to arT béglu skaits
bija ievérojami mazaks. Tapat netiek nemts véra apstaklis, ka ievérojama béglu virieSu dala tika
mobilizeti armija. Katra zina, ar1 ieveérojot apstakli, ka ievérojama beglu dala nemaz neatstaja
Vidzemes un Igaunijas guberpas teritoriju, ticamaks ir aprékins, saskana ar kuru Latvijas
teritoriju kopuma atstaja ap 500 000 cilvéku, starp kuriem ievérojamu dalu veidoja evakuétie.

Kopuma jasecina, ka latvie$i un Latvijas iedzivotdji Pirma pasaules kara un tam
sekojoso konfliktu rezultata lidz 1920. gadam cieta milzigus zaud&jumus — skaitliski lidz
20. gadu vidum, kad Latvija atgriezas lielaka dala no bégliem, tika zaudéti vairak par 700 000
teritorijai pirms kara piederigu cilvéku. Salidzinot ar kaiminvalstim — Lietuvu un lgauniju,
iemesls minétajam ir apstaklis, ka vienigi Latvijas teritoriju vairakus gadus Skérsoja frontes
Iinija, izraisot ar1 virkni sociali politisku seku, t.sk. milzigas iedzivotaju dalas aizieSanu no
majam un pat dzimtenes kopuma. Tadgjadi ilgstosais kar§ nozim&ja Latvijai ne vien milzigas
iedzivotaju dalas parvietoSanos, gan doSanos b&glu gaitas, gan iesaistiSanos dazadas armijas,
bet radija arT milzigus dziva speka zaudejumus, bet kopuma Latvijas iedzivotaju skaita zaudétie
27% ta ar1 netika atguti.

Population Changes in Latvia Brought on by World War I: Perceptions and Reality
In 1914-1918 many Latvian residents died as refugees, fell as soldiers, were slaughtered

during the terror of the Civil War or lost their lives under different circumstances. However,
part of them, about 150 000-200 000 were evacuated workers from city companies and

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institutions, as well as Russian garrison soldiers, who had no close ties with Latvia, or, as in the
case with the soldiers, the link was a pure formality.

It can be claimed that the number of Latvians mobilised in the Russian army was not, as
it had been previously believed, 120 000-140 000 or about 200 000 residents of Latvia in total,
instead, it was significantly higher: 450 000-500 000 men, out of which about 300 000-350
000 might have been Latvians. The total number of fallen or dead soldiers from Latvia in the
Russian army is about 70 000, and about 50 000 of them might have been Latvians; however,
the proportion of men involved in military service is definitely one of the highest not only in
the Russian Empire, but also the whole world due to the specific military, political and social
conditions which befell the inhabitants of Latvia during World War 1.

Regarding the number of refugees, the researchers still have not come to a definite
conclusion; the prevalent view is that 760 000-850 000 people left Latvia, however, this
number is definitely significantly exaggerated. Moreover, the term “refugees” is understood to
mean everyone who left Latvia as a refugee, as well as evacuees, even though a strict
distinction should be made between both categories. It should also be taken into account that a
significant proportion of the Courland Governorate refugees remained in the territories of
Latvia or Estonia, a very significant proportion of the evacuees were non-Latvians, and an
incorrect view on the population size of both the Courland Governorate and Latvia as a whole
is predominant in literature on history; therefore, the number of the residents of Kurzeme and
therefore also the number of refugees was significantly smaller. The fact that a huge number of
refugee men were mobilised has also not been taken into account. In any case, even considering
the fact that a significant proportion of refugees did not leave the Governorate of Livonia or the
Governorate of Estonia, the estimate that about 500 000 people left Latvia, with a huge number
of them being evacuees, is much more believable.

All in all, it can be concluded that as a result of World War | and the subsequent
conflicts Latvians and inhabitants of Latvia encountered significant losses until 1920: the
number of inhabitants living in Latvia before the war lost up to the 1920s, when most of the
refugees returned, exceeds 700 000. In comparison with the neighbouring Lithuania and
Estonia, the reason for this is the fact that only the territory of Latvia was crossed by the front
line for several years, also causing a number of sociopolitical consequences, including many
people leaving their homes and even their homeland altogether. Thus for Latvia the prolonged
war meant not only the displacement of a huge part of population, seeking refuge and
involvement in different armies, but also a huge loss of population: the total 27% of the lost
inhabitants of Latvia were never regained.

Biitiska $1s pieredzes komponente bija pretestiba okupacijas varai, kas aizsakas lidz ar Vacijas
militaras parvaldes izveidi Latvijas teritorija 1915. gada. Lai gan historiografija lidz $im plasi
analiz€ta pretestiba Rietumu frontes aizmuguré (Belgija un Francijas ziemelrietumos), Latvijas
teritorijas iedzivotaju nepaklauSanas okupacijas varai lidz Sim dazadu iemeslu dél nav
zinatniski pilnvertigi izvertéta.

Lai gan jau pirmajas ned€las péc zandarmerijas un policijas speku izvietosanas aprinkos
tika fiks€ti pirmie pretoSanas gadijumi, kas veérsti pret vacu karaspéku un militaro parvaldi,
Latvijas teritorijas iedzivotaji, kas péc frontes nostabilizéSanas 1915. gada bija palikuSi
okupétaja Kurzemes guberna, Vacijas armijas klatbutni sakotné&ji pienéma relativi mierigi, bez
nopietnam sadursmém. Militaras parvaldes darbibas zinojumos tika uzsvérts, ka Vacijas armiju
“ar lielu sajismu” uznéma tikai vacbaltiesi; latviesi pret vacu klatbutni izturas noraidosi, un
vairums gaida Krievijas karaspeka iesp&jami drizu atgrie$anos. Sadu stavokli apliecina ari
iedzivotaju dienasgramatas un p&c kara rakstitas atminas, kuras spilgti atspogulojas divi
diametrali pret€ji un etniski daliti redz&umi par vacu okupaciju Latvija, kuru ietekm&ja gan
individuala, gan ar1 kolektiva karalaika pieredze. LatvieSu noskanojums, kas veidoja
iedzivotaju vairakumu, pakapeniski mainijas lidz ar militaras parvaldes nostiprinasanos, un
augstako punktu sasniedza 1918. gada pavasari péc visas Latvijas teritorijas okupacijas.

Jau 1915. gada beigas — 1916. gada sakuma zandarmérija un policijas iecirkni fiks€ja
arvien vairak atgadijumu, kas versti pret vacu varu, un kurus var klasificét ka pretoSanos —
meérktiecigi uzbrukumi vacu karaviriem un amatpersonam, infrastruktiiras un svarigu objektu
dedzinasana, m&ginajumus organizét streikus rpnicas, spiegoSana, ka ari politiska agitacija.
Tie$i spiegoSana un politiska agitacija, kas atseviskos gadijumos parauga ievérojamas
demonstracijas (visizteiktak — Riga 1918. gada), bija plasi pielietotas pretestibas formas
okupacijas varai.

Lai ar1 sadi individualas pretosanas gadijumi nebija retums ar1 turpmak, seviski kara
pédeja gada, kad dala beglu atgriezas savas bijusajas dzivesvietas, iedzivotaju pretestiba
visvairak izpaudas frontes aizmuguré palikuSo Krievijas armijas karaviru un izb&guSo
karagiisteknu atbalsta, kas laikd no 1915. lidz 1918. gadam bija iesaistiti vairakos simtos
brupotu uzbrukumu visa Ober Ost un vélak ar Baltijas militaras parvaldes teritorija. ledzivotaji
tos atbalstija ne tikai ar partiku un pajumti, bet art slépjot ieroCus un pievienojoties brunotajam
grupam, kas savu darbibu pamata izvérsa no sl€pniem mezos. Pieaugot neapmierinatibai ar
rekvizicijam, parvietoSanas ierobeZojumiem, partikas trikumu un smagajiem apstakliem,
atbalsts brunotajam grupam pakapeniski picauga lidz 1917. gada Ober Ost parvalde bija spiesta
atzit, ka notiekoSais nav nekas cits ka partizanu kar§, kuram gan Zandarmeérijai, gan armijai ar
militaras taktikas palidzibu ir jasp€j pielagoties.

Neskatoties uz “partizanu kara” apjomigumu, ta liela méra bija dezorganizéta kustiba,
kurai, bez Saubam, nebija vienota darbibas mérka. Lai gan pamatos ta bija versta pret militaro
parvaldi, zandarm@riju un vacu karaviriem, ir sarezgiti definét robezu starp pretestibu
okupacijas varai un vienkarSu laupiSanu. Tikpat problematiski noteikt, cik iedzivotaju
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pievienojas STm grupam, jo starp apcietinatajiem minéts tikai izb&éguso karagiisteknu skaits.
Tacu, neskatoties uz Siem apsveérumiem, nevar noliegt, ka iedzivotaju atbalsts brunotajam
grupam bija probléma, ko bija spiesta atzit arT okupacijas vara.

Kopuma jauzsver, ka Vacijas okupétaja Latvijas teritorija 1915.—-1918. gada iedzivotaju
pretestiba ien@ma gan vardarbigas, gan arl nevardarbibas pretestibas formas. Tas veidu un
intensitati liela méra noteica militarais, politiskais un saimnieciskais stavoklis, ka ar1 okupacijas
parvaldes centralizacijas pakape un represiva politika, kas laika gaita kluva aptverosaka. Lai
gan nav iesp&jams runat par organiz€tu, vienotu un mérktiecigi vaditu pretestibu termina
tradicionalaja izpratng, ta bija klatesoSs fenomens, kas pastavéja lidz pat militaras parvaldes
sabrukumam.

Forms of Resistance to the German Occupation Power in Latvia (1915-1918)

The military administration of the German occupying power, which, taking into account
the developments on the front line, established itself in the territory of Latvia in several
subsequent stages, existed from May 1915 until November 1918. Although during World War |
the residents of Latvia experienced nearly every aspect of modern war, as well as the
consequences, it was the occupation that lasted for more than three years that became the
central wartime experience for hundreds of thousands of people. A significant component of
this experience was resistance to the occupying power, which started with the establishment of
a German military administration in the territory of Latvia in 1915. Although the resistance in
the rear area (Belgium and the north-west part of France) of the Western Front has received
extensive analysis in historiography, the disobedience of the residents of the territory of Latvia
has not yet received a sufficient scholarly assessment due to a variety of reasons.

Although already during the first weeks after the deployment of gendarmerie and police
forces in the districts, the first cases of resistance to the German army and military
administration were registered, the residents of the territory of Latvia who had stayed in the
occupied Courland Governorate after the stabilisation of the front in 1915 accepted the
presence of the German army relatively peacefully at first, with no significant clashes. The
reports of the military administration emphasised that only Baltic Germans welcomed the
German army “with great enthusiasm”; Latvians largely had a negative view of the presence of
Germans, with most hoping that the Russian army would return as soon as possible. The fact
that such a situation existed was confirmed by residents’ diaries and memories written down
after the war, depicting two opposite views marked by an ethnic division on the German
occupation in Latvia, influenced by both individual and collective wartime experiences. The
mood of Latvians, who were the majority of the population, gradually shifted with the military
administration strengthening its position, and it reached its peak in the spring of 1918 after all
the territory of Latvia had been occupied.

Already at the end of 1915 and in early 1916, the gendarmerie and police stations
registered more and more incidents that were directed against the German power and could be
classified as resistance — targeted attacks on German soldiers and officials, arson attacks on
infrastructure and important objects, attempts to organise factory strikes, spying, as well as
political agitation. Spying and political agitation, which in several instances grew into huge
demonstrations (especially in Riga in 1918), were particularly widespread means of resisting
the occupying power.

Although such cases of individual resistance were not uncommon later as well,
especially in the last year of the war, when part of the refugees returned to their former homes,
the residents’ resistance was mainly expressed by supporting the Russian soldiers who had
remained in the rear area of the front and the escaped prisoners of war, who during the time
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period from 1915 to 1918, were involved in several hundreds of armed attacks throughout the
whole Ober Ost and later also in the territory of the Baltic Military Administration. Residents
supported them not only by providing them with food and shelter, but also by hiding weapons
and joining armed groups, who mainly operated from hideouts in the woods. As the discontent
with requisitions, limitations of freedom of movement, food shortage and the grave
circumstances grew, support for the armed groups gradually increased, until in 1917 the Ober
Ost administration was forced to admit that what was going on was nothing less than a partisan
war that both the gendarmerie and the army had to adapt to by using appropriate military
tactics.

Despite the extent of the “partisan war”, it was largely a disorganised movement,
undoubtedly having no common purpose. Although it was principally directed against the
military administration, gendarmerie and German soldiers, it is difficult to define where to
draw a line between resistance to occupying power and mere robbery. It is also difficult to
determine the number of residents who joined these groups, as only the number of escaped
prisoners of war has been noted in the records on the detainees. However, despite these
considerations, it cannot be denied that the residents’ support for armed groups was a problem;
a fact that the occupying power was forced to admit as well.

All in all, it has to be stressed that from 1915 to 1918 the resistance in the German
occupied territory of Latvia was both violent and non-violent. Its form and intensity were
largely determined by the military, political and economic situation, as well as the degree of
centralisation of the occupying authority and the repressive policy which spread out over time.
Although it is impossible to speak of an organised, unified and deliberate resistance in the
traditional sense of the term, it was a present phenomenon that existed until the collapse of the
military administration.

Savukart péc
1905. gada revolacijas krievu inteligence iesaistijas ari vietéja un valsts Iimena politiskas
dzives liberalajos stravojumos. Lai gan krievu kopienas kultiras un citam izpausmém laika
gaita iezim¢jas autonoms raksturs, tas nepaguva izpausties pilna apméra, atrodoties vacbaltiesu
kulttiras dominances un netalas galvaspilsétas &na.

Patvaldibas kriSana un sekojoSie notikumi neviendabigaja krievu sabiedriba tika uztverti
atSkirigi, tomer tieSi revollicija pavéra celu uz lidz tam noskirto vecticibnieku un pareizticigo
sadarbibu dazadu pilsonisku politisku organizaciju ietvaros. Pieaugosais latvieSu nacionalisms,
Latvijas apvienoSanas centieni un plaSas autonomijas vélmes gaidamas Krievijas Satversmes
sapulces sasauksanas priekskara Sajas krievu aprindas tika uznemti indiferenti vai ar neizpratni.

Péc Oktobra apvérsuma un bolSeviku diktatiiras nodibinasanas Krievija situacija
mainijas — dala no 1917. gada izveidoto pilsonisko organizaciju dalibniekiem iesaistijas
Latvijas valstiskuma veidosana, 1918. gada decembri klastot par Tautas padomes locekliem, un
laika gaita kluva par virzitajspeku Latvijas valstiskumam lojala politiski sabiedriska spektra
izveidg.

Lai gan Neatkaribas kara dala krievu sabiedribas nostajas Pagaidu valdibas pusg, to
kopigais mérkis bija Padomju Latvijas armijas sagrave (ka pretbolSeviku cipas elements
Krievijas Pilsonu kara), atSkiroties turpmako notikumu uztverei un valstiskuma nakotnes
vizijai, kur “balto” nometnei piederigie uzmanibu fokusgja uz politiskajiem un militarajiem
procesiem Krievija, saistot ar ari tiem Latvijas nakotni.

1919. gada nogalé nostasanas Pagaidu valdibas pusé Bermontiades laika kluva par soli
visas Latvijas sabiedribas saliedéSanai, tomér tas nebija galvenais krievu kopienas lojalitati
stimuljosais faktors. Sabiedriski un politiski aktiva krievu sabiedribas dala bija spiesta
parskatit attieksmi pret Latvijas valstiskumu péc “balto” karaspéka zaud&uma Krievijas
Pilsonu kara fronteé 1919. gada nogale, kad ceribas uz politiskam alternativam Krievija
piedzivoja fiasco.

Community of Russians of Latvia during Turning Points in History from 1917-1919:
Challenges and Answers

Until the second half of the 19th century, the presence of Russians in Baltic
governorates as representatives of the ruling nation of the Russian Empire was limited to a

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military contingent, small groups of civil servants, clericals and others. Old Believers made up
the largest part of the autochthonous Russian population; however, given the closed nature of
this community, the discriminatory attitude from the ruling authorities and other characteristics,
the Old Believers did not contribute to the development of local Russian culture and social life.

After the implementation of the reforms of Alexander Il of Russia, the situation
changed, as the reforms facilitated rapid industrial and economic development, as well as mass
immigration from inner Russia, also resulting in the flourishing culture and social life of the
local Russians, whereas after the 1905 Russian Revolution, the Russian intelligentsia also
engaged in liberal politics both on the local and the state level. Although culture and other
activities of the Russian community gained autonomous characteristics over time, they could
not fully take over, residing in the shadow of the Baltic German dominance and the nearby
capital.

The fall of autocracy and the following events were perceived differently within the
heterogenous Russian community; however, it was the revolution that paved the way for the
cooperation between the until then isolated Old Believers and Orthodox Russians in various
civic political organisations. In the time period just before the AIll Russian Constituent
Assembly, this part of the Russian community viewed the growing Latvian nationalism,
attempts to unify Latvia and widespread desire for autonomy with either indifference or
confusion.

After the October Revolution and the establishment of the Bolshevik dictatorship in
Russia, the situation changed: part of the members of the civic organisations founded in 1917
participated in the creation of the Latvian state, became members of the People’s Council of
Latvia in December 1918 and over time became a driving force in the creation of the political
and social spectrum loyal to the Latvian state.

Although during the Latvian War of Independence part of the Russian community took
the side of the Provisional Government, their common goal was the defeat of the Soviet Latvian
army (as part of the anti-Bolshevik fight in the Russian Civil War), while the vision for the
future differed: the supporters of the White movement focused on political and military
developments in Russia, linking them with the future of Latvia as well.

At the end of 1919, taking the side of the Provisional Government during the Bermondt
Affair was a step towards unifying the whole community of Latvia; however, it was not the
main aspect that contributed to the loyalty of the Russian community. The socially and
politically active part of Russian society was forced to reconsider their attitude towards the
statehood of Latvia after the White army’s defeat at the end of 1919 on the front lines of the
Russian Civil War when the hopes of political alternatives in Russia ended in a fiasco.

1920) sakSanos un pavadija visu kara laiku. Latvija péc Pirma pasaules kara turpinajas Latvijas
Neatkaribas kar§ (1918-1920) un Saja laika Latvijas teritoriju skara gripas pandémija un
vienlaikus uzliesmoja vairakas epidémiskas slimibas. Tas bija ciesi saistitas ar kara apstakliem
(lielu skaitu cilvéku koncentréSanos viena vieta — béglu kustiba, kazarmas utt.), slikto sanitaro
situdciju, attiecigaja teritorija pastavosas varas veselibas apriipes politiku, medicinas
darbinieku, farmacijas lidzeklu, partikas (novajinata imunitate) un pirmas nepiecieSamibas
precu trikumu u.c. aspektiem. leilgstot karadarbibai arvien griitak bija kontrol&t un ierobezot
epidémijas. Latvijas Pagaidu valdiba kontrol&ja tikai dalu Latvijas teritorijas, ierobeZotie
lidzekli un paraléli risinamie jautajumi, piemeram, brunoto spéku apgade, apgriitingja
iedzivotaju veselibas apriipi. Sakara ar karadarbibu un to, ka Latvijas teritorija bija vairakas
varas, nav precizu statistikas datu par situaciju visa Latvijas teritorija (visprecizakie dati ir par
situaciju Riga).

Epidémisko slimibu uzliesmojums Neatkaribas kara laika ciesi saistams ar padomju
varu, kuras iepemtajas teritorijas, tai skaita Riga 1919. gada janvari-maija, uzliesmoja
epidémijas, kaut gan epidémiskas slimibas bija klatesosas visu kara laiku. Visdramatiskak Riga
uzliesmoja izsitumu tifs, salidzinot ar 1913. gadu, palielinoties 1161,25 reizi, atgulas tifs — 335,
bakas — 270,5, dizentérija (uzliesmoja 1917. un 1919. gada) — 22,3 un 10,9, bet védertifs —

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Epidemics in Latvia during the Time Period from 1918 to 1920: Reasons for Their Spread and
the Role of Preventive Measures in Disease Control

The spread of epidemic diseases in the world increased with the start of World War 1 (1914—
1920), and was present throughout the whole war. In Latvia, World War | was succeeded by the Latvian
War of Independence (1918-1920), and during this time the territory of Latvia was impacted by the flu
pandemic, as well as simultaneous eruptions of several epidemic diseases. They were closely linked to
wartime conditions (a large number of people gathered in one location — refugee movement, barracks
etc.), the bad sanitary situation, healthcare policy of the power governing a particular region, shortage of
health professionals, pharmaceutical products, food (weakened immunity) and essential goods, as well
as other aspects. As the hostilities went on, controlling and restricting the epidemics became more and
more difficult. The Latvian Provisional Government only controlled a part of the territory of Latvia, and
the limited funds and issues that had to be tackled at the same time (such as provision for armed forces)
made it more difficult to provide health care for the population. Due to the hostilities, as well as the fact
that a number of powers operated in the territory of Latvia, there are no precise statistical data regarding
the situation in the whole territory of Latvia (the statistical data on the situation in Riga are the most
accurate).

The spread of epidemic diseases during the Latvian War of Independence was closely linked
with the Soviet power: in January — May 1919 epidemics erupted in its occupied territories, including
Riga, although epidemic diseases had been present throughout the whole war. In Riga, the most
dramatic outbreak was that of typhus: in comparison with 1913, the number of cases increased 1161.25
times; the cases of relapsing fever increased 335 times, smallpox — 270.5 times, dysentery (erupted in
1917 and 1919) — 22.3 and 10.9 times, and typhoid — 4.5 times (typhoid was widespread throughout the
whole war). A total of 62,490 people died in Riga during the time period from 1913 to 1921 (excluding
1914), 17% of whom died from epidemic diseases; this indicator was the highest in 1919, accounting
for 29% of the deaths of that year. When the Soviet power retreated to Latgale, this region also
experienced epidemic outbreaks, especially those of dysentery, typhus, typhoid and relapsing fever. On
1 February 1920, 450 new typhoid patients were registered in Daugavpils, 300 — in Riga, 150 — in
Jelgava, 50 — in Valmiera, and an influenza epidemic was raging in Liepaja. Each power attempted to
use preventive measures; however, they were largely similar: reporting the number and location of the
sick to the relevant institutions, isolating the sick, distributing information on diseases and preventive
measures (via brochures, leaflets etc.), disinfecting and disinsecting of facilities where the sick had
resided, as well as clothes, training people to increase the number of low qualified medical personnel
(the Soviet power, however, was more focused on ideological education) etc. During the liberation of
Latgale, the Provisional Government together with the Latvian Army implemented a number of
measures that significantly improved the sanitary situation in the region, setting up bathhouses,
including bathhouse carriages for the 1st Ambulance Train (the train travelled around the frontline area),
which were attended by civilians as well. A quarantine zone was set between the front and the rear area,
so that the diseases would not spread in the rest of the territory of Latvia.

In 1918-1920, hostilities made addressing the health care of the inhabitants of Latvia difficult,
as all the powers present in the territory of Latvia allocated the majority of resources to meet the military
needs. Health care was a key issue for all the powers present; therefore, the implemented measures were
rather similar, however, the quality of their implementation often varied. The sanitary situation in
territories occupied by the Soviet power was worse; therefore, when the Soviet forces launched an
attack, diseases rapidly spread throughout the rest of Latvia. The Soviet power had dealt long-lasting
damage to the population’s health, as even after driving the Soviet forces out of the territory of Latvia,
the fight against epidemic diseases that were widespread during wartime still continued. After the war
the government could allocate more resources to combatting epidemic diseases; therefore, starting with
the second half of 1920, the spread of epidemic diseases decreased.

Tomér par spiti tam,
sabiedriba, pielagojoties situacijai, turpinaja slepus lietot alkoholu. Saja laika Riga ka
kadreiz€jais impéerijas industrialais centrs kara apstaklos bija strauji parverties par pilsétu
frontes tiesa tuvuma, kur kars un ta véstnesi bija ka skal$ un nav§josi baiss kaimins.

Alcohol and Society during the Wartime Conditions in Riga, 1916

World War | irrevocably changed the until then seemingly peaceful life of society.
While becoming a part of everyday reality, the presence of war suddenly significantly impacted
the routine day-to-day habits of society, including the consumption of alcohol.

In the states involved in World War | (especially the Western states) it was considered
that in order to win the war, civilians’ patriotism and productivity to support the front was not
enough: norms of behaviour eliminating anything destructive and potentially damaging to the
state in the context of achieving victory had to be observed as closely as possible. In the context
of alcohol consumption, the patronising attitude, as well as the desire to control and regulate
the behaviour of society had gradually taken root since the second half of the 19th century, but
during World War | concerns about the subjects’ morals and health can be considered an
expression of total war.

When war started to rage in the frontline areas of the Russian Empire, including in the
Governorate of Livonia, from the very beginning limits were imposed on trading, storing and
manufacturing alcohol, and they gradually became stricter over time. Since the beginning of
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1916, a ban on the manufacture, storing and trade of alcoholic drinks had been placed in the
Governorate of Livonia. However, despite the bans, society adapted to the situation and
continued to consume alcohol in secret. During this time, Riga — a former industrial centre of
the empire — had rapidly turned into a frontline city, where war and its forerunners were like a
loud and dreadfully deadly neighbour.

Specific documents of the funds of the Latvian State Historical Archive of the National
Archives of Latvia (especially documents concerning 1916) bear testimony to the state that the
war-affected Riga was in, painting a vivid picture of the social situation of the city,
characterising the relations between civilians and soldiers under the stressful circumstances of
war and revealing alcohol as a multi-dimensional phenomenon: as a commodity,
antidepressant, symbol of the expression of freedom, means of ensuring subsistence, means of
denunciation etc. The registered infringements of the prohibition on the trade and manufacture
of alcoholic drinks that had occurred in the city during wartime, despite the imposed bans and
the repressive measures, allow one to partially reconstruct the social portrait of the people
involved, unveiling desperate individuals who fought for survival during the war despite
various dangers: violence, crime, envy of neighbours and fellow citizens, lengthy imprisonment
or even death.

Neatkaribas kara laika Latvija bija izplatiti tadi administrativie parkapumi ka spekulacija un
tirgoSanas noteikumu parkapSana, sabiedriskas kartibas traucéSana, parvietoSanas aizliegumu
parkaps$ana, sanitaro normu neieverosana u.c. Daudz smagaki bija kriminalie noziegumi, tadi
ka zadzibas, laupiSanas, slepkavibas, izvaroSanas u.c. Kriminalos noziegumus pastradaja ar1
vairakas noziedznieku bandas, kuras kara un péckara gados aktivizgjas Latvijas teritorija. Tresa
grupa — politiskie noziegumi — bija ciesi saistiti ar valstT esosajiem politiskajiem stravojumiem.
Pieméram, par politisku noziegumu uzskatija atbalstu komunismam vai vacu okupacijas varai,
Bermonta armijai un citiem spekiem, kas bija naidigi Latvijas Republikai.

Iemesli plasajai noziedzibas izplatibai bija vairaki. Pirmkart, tas saistams ar daudzam
socialajam problémam — bads, bezdarbs u.c. Otrkart, tas bija tieSs ilgas karadarbibas un tas
rezultata vérojamas sabiedribas brutaliz€Sanas rezultats. Tapat noziedzibu veicinaja politisko
ideju daudzveidiba un to pretruniba, ka arT pastavosa reZima nestabilitate un sabiedribas bailes
par savu un tuvinieku nakotni.

The Rise of Crime Among Civilians in the Republic of Latvia during the Latvian War of
Independence: Reasons and Trends

It is traditionally considered that various indicators of social crisis go up during
wartime, including the number of crimes committed. The Republic of Latvia was no exception,
as during the Latvian War of Independence it faced both the aftermath of World War | and the
February revolution, as well as the instability of a newly founded state. Combatting the high

rate of crime was one of the central issues that the Latvian Provisional Government had to
address.

Various sources, ranging from archive documents to press and memories of
contemporaries, confirm the high crime rate among civilians throughout the territory of Latvia
during the War of Independence. However, when looking at the issue of crime, it should be
taken into account that no complete statistics on crimes committed are available. First of all,
not all crimes were reported to the institutions of order. There were many reasons for this —
mistrust in the State administration, fear of possible revenge, a belief that reporting would not
produce the desired results etc. Secondly, many prosecutions were unfounded, often by
denunciation.

The committed offences can be divided into several groups, depending on their
characteristics and the legislation: administrative offences, criminal offences and political
offences. However, definitions of various crimes during the war were often blurred.
Administrative penalties were already in use before in a number of countries during wartime in
order to decrease the workload of judicial authorities. A number of offences that had fallen
within the jurisdiction of courts up until then were moved to the administrative sector in the
Republic of Latvia as well, such as indirect breaching of tax laws, spreading rumours etc.
Administrative offences such as speculation and infringement on trading regulations, disruption
of social order, disobeying prohibitions on movement, non-compliance with sanitary norms etc.
were widespread in Latvia during the War of Independence. Criminal offences were much
more serious: thefts, robberies, murders, rapes etc. Criminal offences were also committed by a
number of gangs of criminals, who became active during the war and in the postwar period.
The third group — political offences — was directly linked to the political currents present in the
state. For example, supporting communism or the German occupying power, Bermondt’s army
or other forces hostile to the Republic of Latvia was considered a political offence.

There were several reasons for the widespread crime. Firstly, it was related to many
social problems — famine, unemployment etc. Secondly, it was a direct result of the long
hostilities and the resulting brutalising of society. The abundance and contradictions of political
ideas, as well as the instability of the existing regime and society’s fears for their own and their
loved ones’ future also contributed to the rise of crime.

Seviski to veicinaja Pirma pasaules kara dalibnieku un laikabiedru iedragata psihe, iedzivotaju
un konfliktu dalibnieku izglitibas un kultiiras atSkiribas, vesturiska pieredze saskar€ ar varas
parstavjiem, ka arT relativi viegli pieejamais brugojums vai daliba paramilitara tipa
form&jumos, kas radija nosacitu varas un parakuma sajitu. Tomer vél biitiskaka ir vardarbibas
tie$a motivacija — destruktivas sajlitas un ricibas, ka, pieméram, apdraud&jums, bailes, naids,
atriebiba un aizbildinaSanas ar normativo aktu un pavélu izpildi, kas, individa izpratn€, nonem
atbildibu par nozieguma veikSanu un kriminala rakstura nodarijumu. Véra nemams faktors ir
vienkarss atsevisSku individu sadisms, kas sarezgitajos socialpolitekonomiskajos apstaklos guva
iesp&ju izpausties, jo netika ierobezots, vai pat tika speciali veicinats.

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Violence in War: Spread of War Crimes and Terror in the Baltics after World War |

The concepts “violence” and “use of force” seem to be synonymous with the word
“war”. However, the use of excessive violence and force against a weaker opponent who
surrenders during a fight or even without a fight, as well as against noncombatants, are
nowadays considered to be war crimes. The implementation of international laws on warfare
shortly before World War | provides evidence of the existence of such a problem, as well as the
respective social reaction in the modern war situation. However, its topicality grew specifically
during the final stage of the war and in the postwar period.

World War | started in a comparatively orderly and partitioned world, ruled by
centuries-old dynasties, who had ensured their power and thus also order by different means in
the territories they ruled over. The end of the war, on the other hand, marked the collapse of
these dynasties and a partial power vacuum in part of Europe, including the Baltic region,
where a brutal fight broke out over influence, means, survival and ideologies. In the context of
the history of Latvia it must be viewed through the lens of the Latvian War of Independence.

The historiography of the Latvian War of Independence mainly features the opinions of
three warring factions; moreover, each of them accused the others of committing violence and
terror against civilians. Designations such as “Red Terror”, “White Terror”, “Bermondtian and
German atrocities” are commonly used when describing violent acts committed not only
against soldiers, but civilians as well. Moreover, they characterise both ideological and criminal
offences. Therefore, it is important to attempt to evaluate these events without the distortion of
ideology and propaganda, trying to discover the possible reason or grounds for the episodes of
violence and how all the parties involved explain them. However, the most important issue is
the shaping of public (or part of public) opinion and methods that enable one to pit it against its
opponents to such a degree that it is ready to physically destroy them, i.e. channels of
information and historical experience which form the public opinion on opponents. Regarding
this aspect, the complex and bloody history of the Russian Empire in the Baltic region should
be taken into account, as it forms a significant component for escalating and normalising
violence during war and postwar life. It was especially stimulated by the damage done to the
psyche of those who had fought in World War | and their contemporaries, differences in the
education and culture of the residents and participants of conflicts, historical experience in
dealing with authorities, as well as relatively easily available arms or participation in
paramilitary formations, which created a relative sense of power and superiority. However, the
direct motivation of violence is even more important — destructive feelings and actions, for
example, danger, fear, hatred, revenge and using laws and orders as a pretext, as they, in the
individual’s opinion, remove responsibility for committing an offence or a crime. A significant
factor is mere sadism of a few individuals that had an opportunity to be expressed in the
difficult sociopolitical economic circumstances as it either went unchecked or was even
actively encouraged.

The most striking examples of violence during the Latvian War of Independence were
the Bolshevik terror in the territory of Latvia during the first half of 1919, 21-22 May 1919 in
Riga, when the arriving German-Latvian forces dealt with the Bolshevik supporters, the actions
of Vecgulbene’s Revolutionary Tribunal in 1919 when the Soviet militants dealt out
particularly severe sentences and punishments to the detainees, the incident of the Valmiera
Communards in December 1919, as well as a number of criminal offences committed during
the war and the postwar period involving soldiers and ex-soldiers.

Pavisam 1919. gada padomju reZims tieSos aiznémumos, turklat bez galvojumiem vai
jebkadam citam saistibam, no Krievijas sanéma vismaz 500 miljonus rublu. Tomér, pateicoties
nesekmigai ekonomiskai politikai, lidzeklu nepartraukti triika. Lai papildinatu budzetu, valdiba
istenoja IpaSumu, banku noguldijumu un veértslietu konfiskaciju. Rigas un C@&su stradnieku
padomes izlaida savas mainas zimes.

Lidzigu politiku, tikai daudz ierobezotaka méroga, méginaja istenot ari Andrieva
Niedras valdiba un vélak Pavela Bermonta civilparvalde. Ari tas galveno uzsvaru lika uz
argjiem finanSu lidzek]u ieguves avotiem, solot zemi vacu kolonistiem, dalot padomju spekiem
atnemto kara laupTjumu, méginot ickilat Latvijas meZus vai piedavajot talejosas avantiristiskas
geopolitiskas kombinacijas. Vienlaikus ar ierobezotam sekmém notika mEginajumi emitét
savus maksasanas lidzeklus. P. Bermonta monetara politika izradijas visneveiksmigaka un
kluva arT par vienu no galvenajiem militaras neveiksmes c€loniem.

Karla Ulmana Pagaidu valdibai nacas saskarties ar tam pasam grutibam, ar kuram
saskaras paréjie politiskie speki. Valdiba meklgja (un ar dazadam sekmém ar1 atrada) iesp&jas
izdarit ieks$€jos un argjos aiznémumus, emitét savu naudu (Latvijas rubli) un efektivak ievakt
nodoklus un nodevas.

Neatkaribas kara laika Latvijas teritorija dazados laika posmos apgroziba atradas vairaki
desmiti dazadu maksasanas lidzeklu. Piem&ram, padomju valdiba apsvéra iesp&ju pirkt benzinu
“melnaja tirgl” par anglu marcinam. Savukart jilija sakuma, kad péc Strazdumuizas pamiera
igaunu karaviriem bija liegts ienakt Riga, Sis aizliegums nesp&ja apturét igaunu naudas
ieplisanu galvaspilséta. Ekonomiska sabrukuma apstaklos iedzivotajiem bija jar€kinas ne tikai
ar naudas trikumu, bet arT ar nemitigam dazadu maksasanas lidzeklu vértibas svarstibam un to
iesp€jamo iznemsanu no apgrozibas.

How Does One Obtain Money? Monetary Politics and Day-to-Day Challenges during the
Latvian War of Independence

The cornerstone of the capacity of each political power is the ability to finance their
governing institution and army, as well as support its vulnerable social groups. It was not an
easy task for any of the powers who ruled in Latvia during the War of Independence (1918-
1920). Latvia had suffered extensive economic losses during World War | and the German
occupation, and the chances of collecting taxes or fees, were extremely limited. Therefore,
governments were forced to seek foreign loans and implement emergency measures to attract
funds so that they would be able to finance the constantly growing expenses.
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The Bolshevik government led by Péteris Stucka had the comparatively better situation,
as it received generous funding from Soviet Russia right after it claimed power. In 1919, the
Soviet regime received at least 500 million roubles in direct loans from Russia, without even
having to provide securities or taking up any other liabilities. However, there was a constant
lack of funds due to the unsuccessful economic policy. In order to supplement the budget, the
government confiscated property, bank deposits and valuables. Riga and C&sis workers’ soviets
emitted their own exchange notes.

A similar policy (except in a much more limited scope) was attempted by the Andrievs
Niedra government and later also by Pavel Bermondt’s civil administration. They, too,
focussed mainly on external means of obtaining financial resources, promising land to German
colonisers, dividing the spoils of war taken from the Soviet forces, attempting to pledge the
forests of Latvia or offering far-reaching ambitious geopolitical combinations. At the same
time, there were also attempts to emit their own means of payment, with limited success. P.
Bermondt’s monetary policy turned out to be the least successful, and it also became one of the
main causes for Bermondt’s military defeat.

Karlis Ulmanis” Provisional Government encountered the same difficulties as other
political powers. The government looked for (and, with differing degrees of success, also
found) different means to obtain internal and external loans, emit its own money (the Latvian
rouble) and to collect taxes and fees more efficiently.

During the War of Independence, in various periods of time tens of different means of
payment were in circulation. For example, the Bolshevik government considered buying petrol
on the black market, using British pounds, while in early July when the Estonian soldiers were
prohibited from entering Riga after the Ceasefire of Strazdumuiza, this prohibition was not
enough to stop the Estonian currency from entering the capital. During the economic
meltdown, the inhabitants had to deal not only with shortage of money, but also with a constant
fluctuation of the value of the various means of payment, as well as the possibility that they
might get removed from circulation.

Ziedojumu vakSana kara cietuso, trukumcietéju un béglu atbalstam, ka ari finansiala
palidziba Latvijas valsts struktiiram (tadam ka Informacijas birojam Londona vai Latvijas
delegacijai Parizes miera konferenc€) bija viens no veidiem, ka nacionali noskanotie latviesi
arzemes centas palidzet Latvijas valstij un demonstréja tai savu atbalstu.

Finansialas palidzibas Latvijas trikumciet&jiem vaksSanai vairakas valstis tika izveidotas
speciali §$im mérkim raditas organizacijas. Naudas Iidzekli tika iegiiti tieSu ziedojumu veida,
rikojot sartkojumus un izlozes, izplatot no Latvijas sanemtus iespieddarbus, ka ari tiraz&jot un
izplatot, piem&ram, pastkartes ar Latvijas politisko un sabiedrisko darbinieku attéliem vai
Latvijas kartes. Savaktie naudas Iidzekli tika nosiititi uz Latviju ar Latvijas stitniecibu Parizé un
Londona starpniecibu. Galvenie sanémgéji bija Latvijas Sarkanais Krusts, Latvijas SievieSu
palidzibas korpuss, Latvijas béglu reevakuacijas biedriba u.c. palidzibas organizacijas Latvija.
Sadi uz Latviju nosiitito lidzeklu kop&jais apjoms precizi nav aprékinams, tacu tas bija visai
ievérojams: mérams desmitos tiikstoSu Latvijas rublu gada katrai no nosauktajam galvenajam
organizacijam.

Financial Aid for Latvia by Latvians Abroad, 1917-1920

Both the proclamation of the Republic of Latvia on 18 November 1918 and the warfare
before and after the declaration of statehood undoubtedly affected Latvians living in North and
South America, Australia and Western Europe (about 50 000 in the USA, about 10 000 in
Canada, a smaller number in South America and European countries). Although these
developments did not change the daily lives of Latvians abroad to the same degree as the
residents’ of Latvia, these events undoubtedly served as factors in changing and affecting the
internal identity and self-perception of Latvians abroad. They also led to changes within
Latvian communities abroad, which had already held a variety of views and opinions
(regarding politics as well). The establishment of the state of Latvia and the hostilities in its
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territory, with the consequent extensive devastation, acted as a catalyst that suddenly made the
theoretical differences of opinion topical and gave them practical importance.

Most Latvians abroad were rather sceptical about the Republic of Latvia established in
1918 due to various reasons (political conviction, lack of information etc.). The number of
patriotic Latvians was smaller; however, the number was largely offset by its active role.

One of the ways patriotic Latvians abroad attempted to help the Latvian state, as well to
show their support, was by collecting donations for people affected by war, people in need and
refugees, as well as providing financial help for structures of the Latvian state (such as the
Information Office in London or for the Latvian delegation at the Paris Peace Conference).

In several countries, organisations dedicated specifically to collecting means to provide
financial aid to the people in need of Latvia were founded. The funds were obtained by
providing direct donations, organising events and draws, distributing printed works from
Latvia, as well as by publishing and distributing, for instance, postcards with Latvian political
and social figures or maps of Latvia. The collected funds were sent to Latvia via Latvian
legations in Paris and London. The main recipients were the Latvian Red Cross, the Latvian
Women’s Relief Corps, the Society for the Reevacuation of Latvian Refugees and other relief
organisations in Latvia. It is impossible to calculate the exact amount of collected funds sent to
Latvia; however, it is clear that it was quite impressive, amounting to tens of thousands of
Latvian roubles a year for each of the mentioned main organisations.

Saja laika Latvijas iedzivotajus, lai kur vini
neatrastos — savos dzimtajos pagastos vai pat arpus Latvijas, vienoja ilgas péc kara beigam un
miera un centieni nepazaudét sevi, savu identitati — ja ne fiziski, tad vismaz atminas vai ar
ierakstu dienasgramata, sturaja ikdiena neaizmirstot tradicijas — vertibas un socialas prakses,
t.sk. gadskartu un gimenes svétku ierazas, kas veidojusas vinu personibas un noteikusas
piederibu noteiktai tautai vai etniskai grupai.

Pétijuma izmantojot vairakas avotu grupas — presi (“Briva Zeme”, “Drywa”,
“Dzimtenes Zinas”, “Jaunais Vards”, “Jaunakas Zinpas”, “Lidums” un “Varaviksne”),
memuarus, publicétas dienasgramatas, ari dailliteratiiras darbus, sniegts ieskats Latvijas
sabiedribas, galvenokart — latviesu, centienos normaliz€t ikdiena Pirma pasaules kara radito
haosu ar tradicijam gadskartu atziméSana un cilvéka dzives cikla nozimigako notikumu —
kristibas, laulibas, béres — noris€, vertejot tradicijas kara radito apstaklu konteksta.

Customs and Family Festivities in Wartime

Several traditions practised in the modern day society of Latvia have been handed down
from generation to generation, shaped throughout the centuries by the world view of
agricultural and cattle breeder’s culture intertwining with the Christian tradition and adapting to
the climatic, economic and political conditions. During this process, they have also overcome
the obstacles posed by the chaos and crisis of values caused by huge military conflicts,
including World War 1.

In the summer of 1915, the front of World War | split the territory of Latvia into two
parts, dragging more and more civilians into the raging hostilities that went on until 11 August
1920, when the Latvian War of Independence ended. During this time, no matter where the
inhabitants of Latvia resided — be it their place of birth or even outside Latvia — they were
unified by the desire for the war to end, for peace, as well as attempts not to lose themselves
and their identity, if not physically, then at least in memory or with a diary entry during the
rough day-to-day life marking traditions: values and social practices, including customs and
family festivities, which had shaped their personalities and determined their belonging to a
particular nation or ethnic group.

By using several groups of sources: press (“Briva Zeme”, “Drywa”, “Dzimtenes Zinas”,
“Jaunais Vards”, “Jaunakas Zinas”, “Lidums” and “Varaviksne), memoirs, published diaries,
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also works of literature, an insight has been provided into the attempts of the society of Latvia
(mostly Latvians) to normalise the chaos wrought by World War | by observing the traditional
customs and the most important events of a person’s life cycle — baptism, wedding, death —
evaluating the traditions in the context of wartime conditions.

Wartime clearly demonstrated that the most important part of a tradition is its content
and not the form that everybody was too infatuated with during peacetime. Traditions were
kept as memories of loved ones, of a time when the celebration had been held together: it was
the most important argument for choosing to celebrate. Another important factor was the
message of the occasion: in the Christian tradition-based Christmas, Easter, and Pentecost, it
inspired trust, hope and belief in peace.

Pirma pasaules kara laika sievieSu iesaiste labdaribas, socialajas, filantropijas un
tamlidzigas aktivitates ieguva Iidz tam nepiedzivotus apmérus. Saja darba daudzas parliecinajas
par savu varu un varéSanu, saprata, ka atzinibu par sevis padarito veletos sanemt pasas, nelaujot
to piesavinaties lielakoties formalajiem vaditajiem (virieSiem). Sajos darbos socializgjas
dazados profesionalajos tiklojumos iesaistitas sievietes (arstes, skolotdjas, publicistes,
kanceleju darbinieces, stradnieces utt.), paplasSinot ne tikai savu pazinu loku, bet ar1 savu
redzesloku. Sekojosi péc 1917. gada Februara revolicijas, kad tika iegiita iesp&ja piedalities
valsts parveides un izveides demokratizacijas procesos, vinas sp&ja atri izveidot domubiedru
grupas un balotéties vélésanas. Jau pirmaja Rigas sievieSu sapulce 10. (23.) marta vinas ievél&ja
SievieSu vienlidzibas izciniSanas izpildkomiteju 20 sievieSu sastava, no kuram lielaka dala
darbojas jau pirms kara izveidotaja LatvieSu izglitibas biedribas Biedrenu komiteja. Lekcijas ar
merki izglitot sievietes par politiku rikoja vairakas organizacijas. 1917. gada 20. jilija
(2. augusta) Likums par Krievijas Satversmes sapulces velésanam pieskira sievietem vélesanu
tiesibas, tomér Latvijas teritorija iedzivotaju uzmanibu saistija viet€jas — Vidzemes un
Kurzemes gubernu paSvaldibu — véleSanas, kuras Krievijas Pagaidu valdiba jau ar 22. jinija
(5. julija) 1émumu bija pieSkirusi sieviet€tm véléSanu tiesibas. 1917. gada sievietes startéja
pasSvaldibu vélesanas, kliistot par biedrém esosajas partijas. Savukart 1920. gada ieviesa ar1 otru
iespéju, izveidojot sieviesu partiju, péc biittbas homosocialu (viena dzimuma) organizaciju péc
to homosocialo (virieSu) partiju parauga, kuras savos véleéSanu kandidatu sarakstos sievietes
neieklava ne 1917. gada, ne 1920. gada v€leéSanas.

Politisko konkurentu
uzbriikoSo attieksmi izskaidro fakts, ka sievieSu partijas pati esamiba klaji atgadinaja par
nepiecieSamibu mainit pret sievieteém netaisnigo, virieSu iedibinato un virieSu interesés uzturéto
patriarhalo socialo kartibu.

1920. gada nozimigakajas vélésanas — Rigas Domes un Satversmes sapulces véléSanas —
kandid&ja 78 sievietes (6 ievéletas parlamenta, 5 — Rigas Domé). Plasaka — valsts — méroga
izpratni par sievieSu gatavibu stradat Latvijas politika liedz datu trikums par sievieSu
balotéSanos par€jo Latvijas pils€tu, ka arT pagastu pasvaldibu vélesanas.

Women'’s Political Activities in Latvia, 1917-1920

During World War I, women’s participation in charity, social, philanthropy and other
activities grew to unprecedented proportions. By doing this work, many of them gained
assurance of their power and capability, as well as understood that they wished to receive praise
for their accomplishments themselves without letting the often formal leaders (men) to take
credit for their work. While doing these tasks, women involved in various professional
networks (doctors, teachers, publicists, clerks, workers etc.) socialised among themselves,
gaining not only a wider social circle, but outlook as well. Thus, after the 1917 February
revolution, when an opportunity to participate in the democratisation processes of state

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transformation and building, they were able to quickly create groups of likeminded individuals
and to run for election. Already during the first Women’s Meeting of Riga on 10 (23) March
they elected the Executive Committee for Winning Equal Rights for Women; it consisted of 20
women, most of whom were active in the Women Members Committee of the Latvian
Education Society. Several organisations organised lectures in order to educate women on
politics. The 20 July (2 August), 1917 Decree on the Elections to the Russian Constituent
Assembly granted women voting rights; however, in the territory of Latvia, the residents were
focused on local elections — the elections of the self-governments in the provinces of Livland
and Courland; for these elections, the Russian Provisional Government had already granted
women voting rights with the 22 June (5 July) decision. In 1917, women ran in the self-
government elections, becoming members of the existing parties. However, in 1920, another
option was introduced: the creation of a women’s party, essentially a homosocial (one gender)
organisation after the example set by the homosocial (men’s) parties, who did not include
women on their lists, neither for the election of 1917, nor for that of 1920. The creation of a
women’s party by itself was a sign that women’s desire to participate in politics had reached
such a high level that some of them were able to create and lead a new organisation (instead
merely joining the existing ones) and were ready to defend the programme of their party among
fierce political competition. The hostile attitude of political competitors can be explained by the
fact that the very existence of a women’s party was a direct reminder for the need to change the
patriarchal social order, which was established by men, maintained by men and unjust to
women.

In the Riga City Council and Constitutional Assembly elections — the most important
elections of 1920 — there were 78 women candidates (6 were elected to Parliament, 5 — to Riga
City Council). The lack of data on women’s candidates in other city elections, as well as rural
territory self government elections, for now makes it impossible to gain a national level insight
into women’s readiness to work in the politics of Latvia.

Par sievieti un augstako izglitibu ka plasaku vestures izp&tes tematiku var sakt runat ar
19. gadsimta otro pusi, kad Eiropa, Ziemelamerika un Krievijas impérija saka veidoties
specialas augstakas izglitibas iestades sievietem. Ja Rietumeiropa un ASV tas bija sabiedribas
liberalizacijas un arvien pieaugoSo sievieSu socialo, ekonomisko un politisko aktivitasu
rezultats, tad Krievijas impeérija valdosa vara liela méra bija spiesta atlaut dibinat augstakas
izglitibas iestades sievietétm. Patvaldibas mérkis bija ierobezot jauno sieviesu doSanos uz
arzemju augstskolam un iesp&jamo revolucionaro ideju, kas apdraud€tu cara rezimu, iepazisanu
tur.

Augstakie sievieSu kursi, medicinas, pedagogijas, valodu, dabaszinatnu instititi u.c.
augstakas izglitibas institlicijas sievietém Krievijas impérija 19. gadsimta otraja pusé un
20. gadsimta sakuma bija privatas macibu iestades, kas veidojas galvenokart universitasu
pilsétas — Péterburgd un Maskava, ka ari lielakajas imperijas periferijas pilsétas — Kazana,
Kijeva. Augstako izglitibas iestazu audz€knes (oficiali dévetas par brivklausitajam, sabiedriba
sauktas par studentém, kursistém) un absolventes juridiski, politiski un profesionali nebija
lidztiesigas valsts universitasu studentiem un absolventiem virieSiem.

Bitiskas parmaigas iezim&ja Pirmais pasaules kar§, kas uzlikojams ka nozimiga
robezskirtne sievietes lomas nozimé un izpratn€ sabiedriba, bitiski paatrinot sievieSu
integraciju politiskajos, socialekonomiskajos un kultiiras procesos. SievieSu masveida
ienakSana publiskaja sfera ietekmé&ja ari sievieSu pakapenisku pilntiesigu uzpemsSanu
augstskolas. Ar monarhijas likvidéSanu 1917. gada sievietes — studentes saka uzpemt ari
evakuétaja Terbatas Universitate, ka ar1 uz Maskavu evakuétais Rigas Politehniskais institiits.
Latvijas teritorija pirma macibu iestade, kas saka uznemt sievietes — studentes bija 1918. gada
uz Politehniska institita bazes vacu okupacijas varas dibinata Baltijas Tehniska augstskola,
sniedzot iesp&ju student€m apgiit gan tikai tehniskas zinatnes. Nodibinoties Padomju Latvijai,
P&tera Stuckas vadita valdiba 1919. gada februart izveidoja jaunu proletarisku macibu iestadi —
Latvijas Augstskolu. Padomju propaganda uzsverot sievieSu un virieSu vienlidzibu, augstskola
uznéma ar1 sievietes, ka vienigo uzpemsSanas kriteriju abiem dzimumiem izvirzot 16 gadu
vecuma robezu. Lidzigi ka Tehniskaja augstskola, ta Latvijas Augstskola sievietem bija iesp&ja
apgit tikai tehniskas un dabaszinatnes, turklat akadémiskais Iimenis bija ]Joti zems.

Ka jauns pavérsiena punkts sievieSu augstakas izglitibas vésturé uzskatama Latvijas
Universitates (LU) dibinasana Latvijas Neatkaribas kara apstak]os. LU bija pirma augstskola ne
tikai neatkarigaja Latvija, bet Latvijas teritorija vispar, kas sniedza sieviet€ém pilnvertigas
tiesibas uz daudzveidigu augstako izglitibu, neatkarigi no tautibas, pilsonibas, religiskas
piederibas vai socialas izcelsmes. Atskiriba no pirmskara perioda Krievijas impérija (ka ari
Eiropas un Ziemelamerikas valstis), kad valdibu, universitasu vadibu un dazadu sabiedribas
grupu vidii norisindjas asas diskusijas par sievieSu izglitoSanas nepiecieSamibu ne tikai
augstskolas, bet ar vidgjas izglitibas iestade€s, tad Pirma pasaules kara nobeiguma akadémiskas
pasaules demokratiska prakse jau noteica pilnvertigu sievieSu uznemsSanu universitates. Lai ari
LU pirmais macibu semestris sakrita ar Neatkaribas kara vienu no aktivakajiem karadarbibas
posmiem — cinu pret Bermonta spekiem, 1919. gada rudens semestri vairak neka 50% no
registrétajiem studentiem bija sievietes. Lai arT $adu proporciju noteica demografiska situacija
valstT un apstaklis, ka vairakums virieSu atradas militaraja dienesta, tomér sievieSu vélme iegit
augstako izglitibu bija acimredzama, neraugoties uz sieviesu lielo iesaisti sabiedribas normala
funkcionésana dazados limenos aktiva kara apstaklos. Lielais stud€joso sievieSu skaits Saja
laika posma, ka arT turpmakaja neatkarigas Latvijas perioda, bija apliecinajums sievietes lomas
mainai sabiedriba, tam, ka vairums sievieSu izprata izglitibas nozimi juridiskas, politiskas,
garigas un finansialas patstavibas centienu realiz&sana.

Woman and Higher Education in Latvia during the Changing Times of the First World
War

Women and higher education as a broader topic of historical research begins with the
second half of the 19th century, when special higher education institutions for women began to
emerge in Europe, North America and the Russian Empire. While in Western Europe and the
United States it was the result of the liberalization of society and the growing social, economic
and political activities of women, the ruling power in the Russian Empire was largely forced to
allow to set up higher education institutions for women. The aim of the Empire’s rulers was to
restrict young women from going to foreign universities and so to prevent them from getting
acquainted with possible revolutionary ideas there, that could endanger the tsarist regime.

Higher Courses for women, medical, pedagogical, language or natural sciences institutes
and other higher education institutions for women in the Russian Empire in the second half of
the 19th century and the beginning of the 20th century were private educational institutions,
which were formed mainly in the university cities of St. Petersburg and Moscow, as well as in
the largest cities of the empire periphery — Kazan, Kiev. Female students (officially called
auditors, but called students or “kursistki” by society) of higher education institutions and
female graduates were neither legally, nor politically or professionally equal to state university
students and male graduates.

Significant changes were introduced by the First World War, which can be seen as an
important dividing line in the meaning and understanding of the role of women in society,
significantly accelerating the integration of women in political, socio-economic and cultural
processes. The mass influx of women into the public sphere also affected the gradual
enrollment of women in higher education with full rights. With the abolition of the monarchy in
1917, women students also began to be admitted to the evacuated University of Tartu, as well
as to the Riga Polytechnic Institute which was evacuated to Moscow. In the territory of Latvia,
the first educational institution that started admitting women, was the Baltic Higher Technical
School founded in 1918 on the basis of the Polytechnic Institute by the German occupation
authorities, although providing female students with the opportunity to study only technical
sciences. With the establishment of Soviet Latvia, the government led by P&teris Stucka in
February 1919 established a new proletarian educational institution — the Higher School of
Latvia. The Soviet propaganda was emphasizing the equality of women and men,
correspondingly the university also admitted women, setting the age limit of 16 as the only
admission criterion for both sexes. Similar to the case of the Higher Technical School, the
female students at the Higher School of Latvia had the opportunity to study only technical and
natural sciences; moreover, the academic level was very low.

The establishment of the University of Latvia (UL) during the Latvian War of
Independence can be considered as a new turning point in the history of women’s higher
education. UL was the first higher education institution not only in independent Latvia, but in
the territory of Latvia in general, which gave women full rights to a diverse higher education,
regardless of nationality, citizenship, religious affiliation or social origin. Unlike the pre-war
period in the Russian Empire (as well as in European and North American countries), when
there was an ongoing heated debate among governments, university leaders and various groups
in society about the need for women’s education as such (not only the higher level education
but also the secondary education), after the war the academic practice generally was already in
favour of full admission of women to universities. Although the first semester of the University
of Latvia coincided with one of the most active stages of the War of Independence - the
struggle against the forces of Bermont, in the autumn semester of 1919 more than 50% of the
registered students were women. Although this proportion was determined by the demographic
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situation in the country and the fact that the majority of men were in military service, women’s
desire for higher education was obvious, despite the fact that during times of active warfare
women were deeply involved in the provision of normal functioning of society on various
levels. The large number of female students during this period, as well as in the future period of
independent Latvia, was a confirmation of the change in the role of women in society and of
the fact that most women understood the importance of education in acquiring of legal,
political, spiritual and financial independence.

Bitisks faktors, kas So
procesu veicindja, bija divu modernu augstskolu atraSanas regiona — inZenierzinatnu studiju
procesu nodroSinaja Rigas Politehniskais institiits, bet humanitaras nozares un medicinu bija
iesp&jams studeét Vidzemes guberna esosaja Terbatas Universitate. 20. gadsimta sakuma arvien
lielaks latviesu studentu skaits izveidojas art Maskavas un Péterburgas augstskolas.

Referata mérkis ir aplikot, ka mainijas studentu skaits un studiju apstakli, sakoties
Pirmajam pasaules karam, 1917. gada noriSu laika, ka arT vacu okupacijas, lielinieku varas un
Neatkaribas kara gados. Neraugoties uz relativi lielo studentu skaitu arpus Baltijas, lielaka dala
latviesu studentu bija koncentréti Riga un Térbata. Seit vinus skara gan augstskolu kara laika
ierobezojumi, gan ari Rigas Politehniska institiita evakuacija un daléja atgrieSanas Riga Baltijas
Tehniskas augstskolas forma. Augstakas izglitibas attistibas konteksta 1patn€js eksperiments
bija lielinieku Latvijas Augstskola. 1919. gada rudeni darbibu uzsaka Latvijas Universitate,
kuras izveid€ izskiroSa loma bija latviesu tautibas macibspekiem un kura nonaca lielaka dala
studgjoso latvieSu. Arpus Baltijas nozimigakie centri bija Maskava un Petrograda, kuri bija ari
lielakie Baltijas b&glu centri un kuros studgjosie latviesi atradas ciesa mijiedarbiba ar latviesu
bégliem.

Karu un revolicijas apstakli radija nopietnus parravumus un ierobezojumus studiju
procesa. Tomer vél biitiskak studentu macibas ietekméja arpus augstskolas sienam notiekosais:
nozimigs skaits noteiktu kategoriju latvieSu studentu tika mobiliz&ti armija, citi pameta studijas
evakuacijas procesa. Lielaka dala, seviSki sakot ar 1917. gadu, nonaca neapskauzamos
materialos apstak]os. Rezultata studiju process bija saraustits un nepilnigs.

Karadarbiba un demokratizacija biitiski ietekmgja latvieSu studentu sabiedrisko dzivi. Ja
praktiski visu latvieSu studentu organizaciju darbiba, sakoties karam, apsika, tad 1917. gads
radija plaSas un daudzveidigas iesp€jas iesaistities politiskajos procesos. Lai gan tradicionalas
studentu organizacijas Iidz pat 1920. gadam neatsaka pilnvértigu darbibu, studenti loti aktivi
piedalijas politisko jautajumu lemSana gan individuala ltmeni, gan ari studentu sabiedribas
ietvaros.

Latvian Students in Wartime and Revolutionary Conditions (1914-1920)

Due to the modernisation of the 19th century society and the rapid industrialisation of
the region before World War 1, the role of higher education significantly increased, and so did
the Latvians’ — the largest ethnic group of the region — opportunity to attain it. An important
factor that facilitated this process was the presence of two modern higher education institutions
in the region — engineering studies were provided by Riga Polytechnic Institute, whereas
humanities and medicine could be studied in the University of Tartu, located in the
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Governorate of Livonia. In the early 20th century, the number of Latvian students also
gradually grew in the higher education institutions of Moscow and Saint Petersburg.

The aim of the paper is to look at the changes in the number of students, as well as study
conditions, when World War | broke out, during the events of 1917, as well as during the
German occupation, Bolshevik rule and the years of the War of Independence. Despite the fact
that a relatively large number of students studied outside the Baltic region, the majority of
Latvian students had gathered in Riga and Tartu. There they were impacted both by wartime
constraints and the evacuation of the Riga Polytechnic Institute, as well as partial return to Riga
in the form of Baltic Technical University. In the context of higher education, the Bolshevik
Higher School of Latvia was an unusual experiment. In the autumn of 1919, the University of
Latvia first opened its doors, with educators of Latvian nationality playing a crucial role in its
establishment; most Latvian students came to the University of Latvia. Outside the Baltic
region the most important centres were Moscow and Petrograd; they were also the biggest
Baltic refugee centres, and the Latvian students closely interacted with the Latvian refugees.

Circumstances caused by wars and revolutions significantly disrupted and limited the
study process. However, events outside the universities impacted the studies even more: a
significant number of Latvian students belonging to certain groups were recruited, while others
quit their studies during the evacuation. A majority (especially starting from 1917) ended up in
a very difficult financial situation. As a result, the study process was fragmented and
insufficient.

Hostilities and democratisation significantly changed Latvian students’ social life.
While the activities of nearly every Latvian student organisation ceased nearly completely with
the start of the war, 1917 brought vast and diverse opportunities for participating in political
processes. Although traditional student organisations did not fully resume their activities until
1920, students were very active in handling political matters both on an individual level and as
members of students’ societies.

The paper will attempt to address the quantitative and qualitative changes in the
composition of Latvian students, and look at more closely, as well as evaluate, the students’
social and political activities in the context of wars and revolution.
