Forewords / Preface

Director of the project “Ethnographer, Society, and Art: Symbiosis of Ethnology and Art
and Discourse of the Soviet Colonialism in Latvia” (Izp-2023/1-0052)

The collection contains abstracts of the papers read in the section “Ethnographer, Society,
Art, 1940-1990” organized by the University of Latvia Institute of Latvian History on 22 March
2024, within the framework of the 82" international scientific conference of the University of
Latvia. The section was conceived with an aim to introduce the wider public to the Latvian
Council of Science project “Ethnographer, Society, and Art: Symbiosis of Ethnology and Art and
Discourse of the Soviet Colonialism in Latvia” (1zp-2023/1-052), reflecting the ongoing research
and considering this work in a wider context of the study field and international perspective. The
goal of the project — for the first time since the restoration of independence to provide a scientific
evaluation of the field of ethnology during the Soviet occupation period and to advance public
understanding of the impact brought about by the Soviet colonial policy upon the system of
knowledge creation and control, as well as to explain the role of ethnography and art in uniting
society and creating a shared identity.

The conference section encompassed the papers by 16 authors representing the higher
education and research institutions of Latvia, Lithuania, Estonia and Romania: University of
Latvia, Art Academy of Latvia, Riga Stradin§ University, EKA University of Applied Sciences,
Lithuanian Institute of History, Vytautas Magnus University (Kaunas, Lithuania), University of
Tartu (Estonia), Estonian National Museum, Alexandru Ioan Cuza University (Iasi, Romania)
and “Constantin Brdiloiu” Institute of Ethnography and Folklore of Romanian Academy
(Bucharest, Romania). The conference section examines the institutional and substantive
sovietization of ethnography, the processes thereof, the choice of research topics and discourses,
as well as the role of the scientist’s personality in it. The findings contained in theses are based
on in-depth studies of written sources, including the latest scientific findings in the researched

1940. gada februari zviedrs Dags Trocigs, Latvijas Universitates Filologijas un filozofijas
fakultates etnografijas katedras docents, zurnala “Raksti un Maksla” rakstija, ka Latvija pastav
etnografija, bet ir nepiecieSsama pétnieciba — etnologija. Patiesam, par etnografijas uzdevumu
Latvija tika uzskatita tradicionala dzivesveida un materialas kulttiras artefaktu aprakstiSana un
saglabasana. D. Trociga darbiba Latvija lika cer&t, ka etnografijas parvérSanas par etnologiju ir
sakusies, tau jau dazus ménesus vélak padomju okupacija $adu iesp&ju padarija problematisku.
1940. gada rudeni sakas pastavosas muzeju un augstakas izglitibas sistémas ideologiska un
institucionala reorganizacija. Etnografijas joma sovetizacija bija fragmentara un virspusgja, jo tai
trika resursu, turklat Latvijas un PSRS akadémiskas pétniecibas institucionalo sisteému atskiribas
gada laika nebija iesp&jams likvidet.

Lidz ar padomju otrreiz&jo okupaciju 1944.—1945. gada sovetizacija atsakas. Specialistu
trikums represiju un emigracijas rezultata bija vél asaks neka 1940.—-1941. gada. Augstskolas,
kuras etnografijas vai ar to saistitie kursi tika lasiti — Latvijas Valsts universitates (LVU) Veéstures
fakultate, Filologijas fakultate un Valsts Makslas akadémija, to darija neregulari, jo trika
kvalificetu docetaju.

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The First Steps in Sovietization of Ethnography (1940-1941, 1944-1946)*

In February 1940, Dag Trotzig, a Swedish ethnologist and lecturer in ethnography at the
Faculty of Philosophy and Philosophy at the University of Latvia, in the journal “Raksti un
Maksla” expressed an opinion that while ethnography was well-established in Latvia, there was
a need for academic research in the field of ethnology. In Latvia, ethnography was understood as
the act of describing and safeguarding the artifacts related to traditional ways of life and material
culture. The activities of D. Trotzig in Latvia raised hopes that the transition from ethnography
to ethnology had started. However, a few months later, the Soviet occupation posed challenges
to this promising transformation. The process of restructuring the museum and higher education
system began in the autumn of 1940, involving both ideological and institutional changes. In the
realm of ethnography, the process of sovetization was superficial due to limited resources, and it
was not possible to eliminate disparities in institutional systems of Latvia and the USSR within
a year.

Following the Soviet re-occupation in 1944-1945, the process of sovetization
recommenced. The scarcity of experts due to repressions and emigration was even more severe
than in 1940-1941. At the institutions of higher education such as the Faculty of History, and the
Faculty of Philology of the State University of Latvia, and the State Academy of Art, the study
of ethnography or related courses was sporadic due to shortage of qualified personnel. While
academics were expected to conduct research, their involvement in this aspect was limited. The
integration of ethnography into the research framework of the Academy of Sciences began in
1946. A new group of scholars had been drawn to the field. Nevertheless, their awareness of the
subject had mainly been influenced by the principles and methodologies of Latvian ethnography
prior to 1940, along with the distressing experiences of the initial pahses of sovietization that

took place during the initial phases of sovietization.

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From the Centre to the Periphery and Back.

Latvian (Soviet) Ethnography in the Journal “Sovetskaya Etnografia”!

On 14 August 1946, Daina Zemzare (1911-1971), a philologist in charge of ethnography,
began working at the newly founded Institute of History and Material Culture of the Academy of
Sciences of the Latvian SSR. She was involved in the processes that resulted with the inclusion of
Latvian (Soviet) ethnography in the Soviet ethnography network, whose centre was the Institute of
Ethnography of the Academy of Sciences of the USSR, named after Miklouho Maclay (hereinafter,
USSR AS IE). This controlled both the agenda and format of ethnographers’ work (plan discussions,
report sessions) and its content (what should be studied? how should it be studied? why should it be
studied?). While working with D. Zemzare’s archival fund (LNB, A 143), her manuscripts and work
notes demonstrate that the ideological and theoretical foundations for research were frequently sought
in the periodical “Sovetskaya Etnografia” (1926—1991) issued by the USSR AS IE. It was an
important periodical for Latvian Soviet ethnographers throughout the Soviet occupation. The above
piqued my interest; how much and in what ways were the studies of Latvian (Soviet) ethnographers
reflected in this periodical?

Reviewing the issues of “Sovetskaya Etnografia” published since 1946 (initially four, later —
six issues per year), it was possible to infer that its form and structure altered very little during that
period. It regularly included the decisions of the congresses of the CPSU and defined the tasks of
ethnography in their context; it also marked the jubilees or death anniversaries of Lenin, Stalin, and
Marx and provided theoretical introductions on how their findings could be used in ethnographic
research. Jubilee issues were also released to commemorate the anniversary of one of the republics
entering the Soviet Union. The edition’s rubrics included “General Issues of Ethnography and
Anthropology” (theoretical), “Materials and Research of Ethnography and Anthropology of the
USSR”, “Chronicle” (annual reports of the USSR AS EI, field research report sessions), “Life of
Science”, and “Critics and Bibliography™.

The analysis of the publications leads to the conclusion that the names of Latvian SSR and
Latvian scientists were most often mentioned in the “Chronicle” section. It included information
about the complex expeditions in the Baltic republics led by L. Terentieva (1910—-1982), an employee
of USSR AS IE, as well as Latvian reports on the results of the previous year’s field works. Latvian
scientists published and reviewed relatively few scientific works. The most frequently published
authors were R. Denisova, 1. Leinasare, H. Strods, etc. Looking for explanations of such situation,
three hypotheses are currently put forward: 1) the articles were rejected for certain reasons;
2) L. Terentieva and R. Grigorieva regularly published the content of LSSR; 3) “Archeology and
Ethnography” with a similar structure and idea began to be published in LPSR in 1957.

Vaicats par latviesa Ziedona Ligera (1917-2001) pétniecisko darbu Francija, etnologijas
véstures specialists Eriks ZolT atbildgja: “Pat nezinu, kam varétu biit saglabaju§as atminas par
Ligeru, jo visa ta paaudze ir izzudusi.”* “Ta paaudze” — p&tnieki, kas Marsela Griola vadiba ilgak
par pusgadsimtu istenoja ekspedicijas Subsaharas Afrika. PEdg€jas no tam norisinajas Nigeras
vidusteces teritorijas. To vajadzibam tika uzbuvéeta peldosa laboratorija. Ligers, ieguvis doktora
gradu Sorbonna, uz tas klaja aizvadija devinus etnografiska darba gadus. legiitie dati iegiila
12 gramatas un daudzos zinatniskos rakstos.

Ziedonis Ligers and the School of Marcel Griaule

When asked about the research implemented by Latvian Ziedonis Ligers (1917-2001) in
France, Eric Jolly, a specialist in history of ethnology, replied: “I don’t even know who would
have retained memories of Ligers, since all that generation has faded.”! “That generation” refers
to the researchers who, led by Marcel Griaule, conducted expeditions in Sub-Saharan Africa for
more than half a century. The latter took place in the areas of the middle course of Niger River.
For that purpose, a floating laboratory was built. Ligers, who had defended his doctoral thesis in
Sorbonne, spent 9 years of ethnographic work aboard. The findings resulted in 12 books and
numerous scientific articles. Until 1970s, Ligers signed his publications as a researcher at the
French National Centre for Scientific Research (CNRS). He lost the status of researcher in the
1980s. Moreover, his publications, which mainly documented material culture, myths, and
rituals, did not gain recognition. The reason could be hidden in the complex relationship between
ethnography, ethnology, and anthropology.

Claude Levi-Strauss once pointed out that ethnographers record data about different
cultures, ethnologists analyse them, and anthropologists compare the results at a conceptual level.
In the mid-20"™ century, the focus of ethnological research in France began to shift and was
determined by Levi-Strauss and George Baladier who took on this conceptual work. Griaule’s
school, with its emphasis on detailed documentation, waned in significance. In this context,
Ligers’ research largely went unnoticed. He had obtained the data under Griaule’s programme,
prioritizing documentation but leaving conceptualization to the broader pool of researchers. After
Griaule’s death, the team of once-assembled researchers dispersed, each working with their own
data. Away from colleagues and exploratory synergy, Ligers was left alone with his extensive
collection of data and made an immense effort to systematize and publish his work. Perhaps in

this way, Ligers expressed responsibility for bringing the mission entrusted to him to an end.

1991. gadam, un galvenais merkis ir izveidot kolektivu monografiju. Igaunijas etnografijas
centralais izp&tes objekts $aja perioda bija igaunu tauta. Tadel Sai p€tnieciskajai disciplinai bija
loti nozimiga loma igaunu paSizpratnes attistiba un miisdienu Igaunijas sabiedribas veidoSana.
Mgs uzskatam, ka Sai lomai 11dz §im nav pieversta pietickami liela akadémiska uzmaniba.

Padomju varas perioda konteksta miis interese etnografijas funkcijas saistiba ar dazadiem
sabiedriskajos procesos iesaistitajiem (dazadiem valsts varas institliciju atzariem, Igaunijas
intelektualiem un pilsonisko sabiedribu). V&lamies ari noskaidrot saiknes starp igaunu
nacionalismu un etnografiju padomju laika. Pirms Otra pasaules kara etnografija tika uzskatita
par vienu no Igaunijas nacionalajam zinatn€m. M@s izvirzam apgalvojumu, ka So lomu liela mera
izdevas saglabat ar1 padomju laika, Tpasi no 50. gadu vidus.

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Ethnography in the Soviet Estonia. Mapping the Research Field®

Estonian National Museum

Since 2019, a small working group dedicated to the history of Estonian ethnology
(ethnography) has been established at the Estonian National Museum. We have been focusing on
the period spanning 1918—1991, with the ultimate goal of producing a collective monograph. The
central object of study in Estonian ethnography during that period was the Estonian people, and
as such the discipline has played a very important role in the formation of Estonian self-
perception and the building of modern Estonian society. We feel that this role has not received
sufficient academic attention so far.

Concerning the Soviet period, we are interested in the functions of ethnography for
different actors (different branches of state authorities, Estonian intelligentsia and civic society).
What about the links between Estonian nationalism and ethnography in the Soviet time? Before
WWII, ethnography was considered one of the national sciences in Estonia. We claim that the
discipline largely managed to maintain this role during the Soviet period, especially from the
mid-1950s onwards. The continuity was ensured by a few pre-war educated scholars who passed
on their insights to a new generation. We look at the history of the discipline in a broad regional
context and are interested in the foreign links of Estonian ethnographers. Relations with Western
colleagues (including the Estonians who had emigrated) could continue only since the late 1950s.
Often, Finland performed the task of a mediator. Relations with Soviet colleagues (including
Latvia and Lithuania) were also important and became quite lively in the context of Soviet
ethnography directed from Moscow (ethnogenesis research, the Baltic Atlas project). One
notable, perhaps even exceptional feature of Estonian ethnography was the interest in the Finno-

Ugrians (kindred peoples).

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Ethnography and Latvian Folk Art in the Curriculum of the Art History Department
of the Faculty of Philology at the State University of Latvia®

When Riga was re-occupied by Soviet army in 1944, the Faculty of Philology of the State
University of Latvia opened a study programme in Art History. Its courses can be divided into
several groups — languages, obligatory ideological, as well as special courses including general
ethnography and Latvian folk art taught by assistant professor Janis Niedre. Their programmes
are preserved in the State Archive of Latvia.

The general ethnography programme criticizes idealistic definitions and “reactionary”
20" century theories of this discipline. They are confronted by the “progressive” Soviet
ethnography, based on the works by the classics of Marxism-Leninism, stressing collective
production of material goods and conformity of ideological formations to socio-economic forms.
The course is closed with the statement: “Ethnography is a weapon of progress for people in
Soviet Union, but an instrument of enslavement for people in capitalistic countries.”

The Latvian folk art programme also criticized idealistic theories about the origin of folk
art, confronting them with statements by Marxist classics and the writer Maxim Gorky, stressing
the material basis of folk art and the importance of class relations. It addressed the research
history of Latvian folk art, denouncing the “school of the bourgeois national romanticism” and
particularly the research in the “bourgeois” pre-war Latvia. Folk art in the programme is
understood broadly, including costumes, jewellery, ceramics, blacksmith works, bone objects,
wooden buildings, domestic appliances, as well as wooden carvings and sculptures. The
programme concludes with a forecast about the perspectives of Latvian folk art in socialistic
society, when its products would acquire “new forms and new ideological content”. Students
Rasma Lace and Mirdza Slava used the theoretical background of this course in their diploma

papers.

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Anna Krastina. Ethnographer in Soviet Latvia:

Opportunities, Limitations, and Achievements®

Institute of Latvian History, University of Latvia

The history of the field of ethnology, formation, and accumulation of knowledge in Latvia
during the Soviet occupation can be understood through the life stories of individual researchers.
Anna Krastina (1919-2006) was one of the ethnographers of that time. Studying her activities
and efforts helps to understand the Soviet scientific system, its functioning, and the impact that
system left on the life of an individual researcher.

The current research used the documents of the National Archives of Latvia, the State
Archives of Latvia, and the Ethnographic Materials Repository of the Institute of Latvian History
of the University of Latvia, as well as publications of scientific articles and other materials.

The education of Anna Krastina had an important place in her biography. She graduated
from the Institute of Home Economics of Latvia, studied for one year at the Faculty of
Architecture of the University of Latvia, and also graduated from the Faculty of Home
Economics and Technology of the Latvian Academy of Agriculture. In 1951, Krastina started
working at the Institute of Ethnography and Folklore of the Academy of Science of Latvian SSR
(since 1956, the Institute of History and Material Culture, since 1960, the Institute of History).
Her main research topic was traditional buildings, but in the 1960s, in parallel, she also started
to prepare publications on traditional food. In 1958, Krastina defended his candidate of sciences
thesis and in 1959 published it as a monograph: Peasants’dwellings in Vidzeme during the period
of corvee disintegration and the strengthening of capitalism. She wrote further eight subsections
(on housing and food in different periods of history) in the collective monograph Latvian
Ethnography (1969). However, after the release of this edition, she no longer published scientific
articles. The initial stage of the break in her scientific career was her non-inclusion in the number
of participants in the International Congress of Ethnographers and Anthropologists held in
Moscow in 1964. It was indicated that an adequate level of research on building in the Latvian
SSR was lacking. Krastina’s scientific activity was further manifested mainly in participation in
ethnographic expeditions and scientific conferences. Simultaneously, she worked on the
preparation of the Baltic ethnographic atlas dedicated to buildings, but she never completed this
work.

In 1975, the head of the Ethnography sector asked the Director of the Institute to dismiss
Krastina from her position, amongst the reasons for deeming her work unsatisfactory citing her
home economics background and her lack of education as a historian. Perhaps this was also one
of the motives for not including Krastina among the participants of the international congress. In
the Soviet Union, ethnography was considered a part of the field of history.

Heritage of the Caucasus

Dr. hist. Imants LAVINS

Textile artist Julijs Straume (1874—1970) is one of the most outstanding masters of
Latvian applied art. In Latvia, he is known mainly for his carpet designs and his attempt to revive
and popularize the Persian technique of weaving, which is mostly characteristic to the Near and
Middle East. Less known in Latvia is his activity in the field of education and ethnography. He
spent a significant part of his life — from 1907 to 1923 — in the Caucasus region, collecting,
compiling, and studying the local traditional arts and crafts, including carpet weaving. In 1907,
the Committee for Domestic Crafts of the Caucasus decided to recruit weaving instructors and
an artist, whose main task was to revive the ancient ornamental culture tradition in carpet making.
This was the reason why Straume arrived in the Caucasus. As an artist, employed by the Domestic
Crafts Committee, Straume had to participate in fieldwork to collect ethnographic material. The
most valuable handicraft items were either bought or copied. These artifacts were listed and
catalogued for the collection of the future Museum of Caucasian Domestic Crafts, the founder of
which was Straume. Today, the region explored by Straume covers the territories of five
countries — Russia, Azerbaijan, Armenia, Georgia, and Turkey. He had also participated in the
archaeological expedition, conducted by academician Nikolay Marr (1865-1934), to Ani —
formerly the ancient capital of the rulers of the Armenian Bagratid Dynasty (885-1045), in the
territory of present-day Turkey. There, he collected artifacts and made copies of architectural
decorations, ancient manuscripts, and miniatures.

Unfortunately, at the beginning of the First World War, the rich ethnographic legacy,
collected by him during the Caucasian period for the Museum of Caucasian Domestic Crafts was
evacuated to Russia and perished there under unknown circumstances. Yet, throughout his life
Straume continued to process the Caucasian expedition material he had brought to Latvia.
Currently, part of the ethnographic material collected by Straume is preserved in the memory

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How to Adapt to Soviet Power?
The Experiences of Two Estonian Ethnologists in 1940-1941

Marleen METSLAID, Ph. D.

Estonian National Museum

The paper takes a closer look at the first Soviet year in Estonian ethnology by analysing
the activities of two prominent Estonian ethnologists. I examine their strategies for coping with
the Soviet occupation in 1940-1941. Ferdinand Linnus (1895-1942) was the director of the
Estonian National Museum, and Gustav Ridnk (1902-1998) was the associate professor of
ethnography at the University of Tartu. They managed to continue their work in 1940 but used
different strategies to adapt to changes. The reasons could be found in the differences in their
worldview, but also their position.

Linnus was an experienced museum manager whose knowledge the Soviet authorities
wanted to exploit. His collaboration probably stemmed from his disappointment with the
Estonian state museum policy. His socialist past may also have initially contributed to
engendering illusions. As the director of the leading ethnographic institution, Linnus was asked
to write review articles on Estonian ethnology for Soviet journals. He sent two of those probably
ideological writings to Leningrad only in the spring of 1941.

Sovietisation of the university meant that Rédnk was subject to the chair of archaeology.
Although ideological pressures were strong, he continued lecturing and researching in the same
way as before. His strategy was to stay away from the Soviet orders as long as possible and he
succeeded to a certain extent. Since he was a nationally-minded intellectual, collaboration was
unacceptable to him.

Linnus and Rank were both arrested by the Soviets for different reasons at the end of the
occupation. While Linnus died in 1942 in Russia, Rénk was released after 9 days. He continued
to work as a professor under the German occupation and thus trained a new generation of
ethnologists, which meant continuity for the discipline. However, Rank himself and several of

his students fled to the West in the autumn of 1944.

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Friendship of Latvians and Lithuanians During the Soviet Era

Dr. Aukse NOREIKAITE
Vytautas Magnus University

Although the concept of friendliness and brotherhood between Latvians and Lithuanians
has existed since the end of the nineteenth century and lasted into the interwar period, it was also
included into Soviet ideology throughout the Soviet era. The goal of the friendship of nations or
peoples, also known as internationalism, was to develop the identity of Soviet citizen. The
objective of this paper is to discuss the reasons why it is vital to explore this topic thoroughly
from various perspectives. Museum collections, institutional archives, Soviet periodical press,
interviews with witnesses (event participants), and personal archives are all important sources
for analysing the topic.

Friendship-building activities between Lithuanians and Latvians (as well as other Soviet
peoples) were held in a variety of institutions (areas), including industry, communal and state
farms, educational institutions, cultural and scientific organizations, and so on. A typical event
scenario included a festive welcome, gift presentation, exchange of work experience, excursions,
a cultural programme featuring music and dance, a combined feast, and chats. In some places,
there were also specific activities, such as combined student (pioneer) camps and friendly
tournaments — competitions.

When analysing the phenomena of friendship between Soviet Latvians and Lithuanians,
several key concerns arise: how did Soviet internationalism influence Lithuanian-Latvian
interactions and notions? Was the relationship between Latvians and Lithuanians truly beneficial
to the Soviet Union when implementing internationalist policy? What insights can we gain from
analysing friendship events between Latvians and Lithuanians? What are the characteristics of
Soviet Latvianness and Lithuanianness? What are the shared identifying characteristics, etc. etc.

Special consideration should be given to the friendship between the residents living on
the Latvian and Lithuanian border. Not only did people establish official friendships in response
to solemn occasions, but they also formed informal friendships that helped them survive difficult
times and create a shared border social system. Some contacts and event traditions are still around
today. On the other hand, popular Soviet-era concepts like “friendship” and “brotherhood” have

preserved their literal meaning.

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National Ethnology and Sexual Folklore.

An Inquiry into the Production of Ethnological Knowledge in Communist Romania

Mircea PADURARU, Ph. D.
Alexandru Ioan Cuza University of IASI

This paper examines the ways in which Romanian ethnologists dealt with the presence of
the so-called “obscene” or “pornographic” folklore documents during the times of Ceausescu.
Besides some practices inherited from the romantic age of discipline (rewriting, suppressing,
ignoring uncomfortable documents — largely used in communist ethnology), some scholars tried
to construct a defence of this regime of traditional creativity. The shy attempts of Ion Diaconu
(who —in the 1930s tried to use psychoanalysis to defend that kind of obscenity as expressing the
frustration of the many poor), Ovidiu Birlea (who made a case for the archaic and religious
functions of the erotica) or Petru Caraman (who emphasized the folkloristic significance of
pornology, pointing toward its key role in the erosion of the curse’s magical dimension or of other
imprecations), some of the most important folklorists of the time, indicate that they mastered the
rules of the game of communist ethnology, producing a defence that, on the one hand, was
enforcing and celebrating the principles and interests of national communism, while, on the other
hand, offered a both honourable and conventional ethnological interpretation of this category of
documents. Moreover, their interpretations reflect the ways how political imperatives shape the

epistemological and conceptual horizons of the discipline.

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Ethnographic Studies of Family Traditions in Soviet Lithuania

Rasa PAUKSTYTE-SAKNIENE, Ph. D.

Although “The Invention of Tradition” (edited by Eric Hobsbawm, Terence Ranger) was
published in 1983, the invention of tradition was discussed in the Soviet Union earlier than that.
As noted by Ilze Boldane-Zelenkova, who has studied the situation in Latvia during the Soviet
period, the new traditions of the Latvian SSR were invented from the position of power, and a
complex institutional infrastructure for inventing traditions and monitoring the process was
developed. The situation was similar in Lithuania. The problematic question is to what extent
Lithuanian ethnologists participated in the process of creating traditions during the Soviet era,
the preparation of which in many cases required the qualification of an ethnographer, in today’s
terms — an ethnologist.

An overview of ethnological research dedicated to family traditions during the Soviet
period will be presented. Angelé¢ Vysniauskaité was the first to conduct detailed studies of the
family and family customs in Lithuania. The ethnologist defined family traditions as a set of
customs accompanying the most important events in a person’s life — marriage, birth and naming
of a child, burial of the dead and honouring their memory. Later, in the creation of civil rituals,
this concept was extended to other stages of the life cycle, such as childhood, maturity and old
age. | will also discuss scientific, as well as applied methodical publications, the preparation of

Romania is one of the European countries which, from 1945 to 1989, fell under the direct
influence of the USSR. The communist regime took an even more dictatorial stance there than in
other communist countries. Apart from the usual ways of depriving people of liberty,
commonplace in the entire Eastern Europe during that time, the Romanian communist regime
had two main characteristic features. One of these was the emphasis placed on raising the birth
rate, in order to produce more working hands committed to “constructing the socialism”. This
led, in the social life, to the outlawing of abortions, as well as to a great amount of propaganda
for marriages. The other feature was an ideology which managed to, paradoxically, combine
communism with nationalism, resulting in the so-called “national-communism”, a doctrine
combining the idea of a protohistoric Romania, seen as the origin of the world, and the communist
principles (common property, rule of atheism etc.).

The Romanian communist regime thus struggled to create a “new man”, devoid of
connections with religion or traditions, banishing the old folkloric and religious practices,
customs and rituals, as well as the memory of traditional artistic creations, and replacing them
with fakelore productions, which could, instead, support the nationalist lies of continuity and
allegiance to a leader. A document titled “Recommendations” (1976) is a testimony of that assault
on the traditional customs and rituals, destined to be replaced with new, laic habits and arts,
invented or recycled, in order to accomplish communist purposes. The researchers from the
Institute of Dialectology and Ethnology (now — the Institute of Ethnography and Folklore), tasked
with amending this document, instead produced an opposite result, manipulating it in two ways, —
neutralising its provisions in order to save the Romanian folk culture. This document is a proof

of what could have happened with the Romanian society, had the communism prevailed.

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Political and Theoretical Approach of Eduards Volters in Ethnography

Vida SAVONIAKAITE, Ph. D.

How did Eduards Volters, a researcher at the Russian Imperial Geographical Society,
reconcile his imperial research with the political goals of the Lithuanian and Latvian peoples?
Did this Baltic ethnographer prove the uniqueness of the Lithuanian and Latvian peoples through
his international academic and social connections? What is the significance of Volters’
intellectual biography and statistics in decolonialism? The study revealed the issues and thoughts
of politicians and intellectuals between 1882 and 1941 about the nations; Lithuanian and Latvian
beliefs, culture, family and community relations, customary law, attitudes towards ethnic groups
and races in Lithuania and beyond.

In my paper, | will use a comparative theoretical approach to reveal the significance and
influence of the Latvian ethnographer Volters’ legacy upon the Soviet era theoretical concepts,
such as evolutionism, diffusionism and national identity studies since 1941. The paper will focus
on the following issues: the concept of ethnography; the diversity of evolutionist ideas and the
early Soviet era; the spread of diffusionism in material culture studies; Volters’ theoretical legacy

in regional history, and identity research.

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Folk Culture Etched and Mass Produced:
The Case of Vive Tolli

Elo-Hanna SELJAMAA, Ph. D.

Vive Tolli (1928-2020) was a prolific and successful graphic artist, who drew inspiration
from Estonian folklore, as well as from her family lore and homestead on the island of Muhu,
one of the all-time favourite destinations of Estonian ethnographers. Fascinated by folk culture
in general and by customs and beliefs in particular, she would familiarise herself with archival
materials and consult folklorists and ethnologists in Estonia and Finland. Unlike many of her
contemporaries, Tolli was allowed to travel outside the borders of the Soviet Union, gaining
impulses, as well as valuable contacts from these trips. She taught and mentored several
generations of printmakers at the State Art Institute of the Estonian SSR, today — the Estonian
Academy of Arts.

Besides creating artistically and technically ambitious large-format etchings, Tolli gained
international recognition for her illustrations of fairy tale books. The same motifs were used on
stamps, postcards, and other small printed items, which were created to represent Estonian folk
culture and circulated by the thousands from the 1970s onwards.

This presentation explores representations of Estonian folk culture in Tolli’s Soviet-era
art and gradual changes therein, zooming in on interactions between her etchings and images
produced for mass consumption. Drawing on close reading of her works, I argue that Tolli
developed her own repertoire of motifs for representing Estonian folklore and folk culture more
broadly. In addition to analysing some of the hallmarks of this repertoire, I discuss the affordances
of printmaking for distributing these visual ideas on a massive scale and reflect on continuities

between Soviet and post-Soviet representations.

Ethnological Studies of Calendar Holidays in Soviet Lithuania, 1945-1987

Ethnological studies of traditional holidays were tolerated in the Soviet Union insofar as
they could contribute to the construction of socialist celebrations. In Soviet Lithuania, unlike in
Latvia, the Soviet administration paid particular attention to the Sovietisation of calendar
festivals and holidays rather than family traditions.! Hence, not even articles about traditional
calendar festivities were published in the popular press of Soviet Lithuania in 1945-1956 and
1961-1985 (with rare exceptions).

However, despite the control of Soviet ideology, the first monograph in the history of
Lithuanian ethnology devoted to calendar holidays, Pran¢ Dundulien¢’s “Lithuanian Calendar
and Agrarian Customs”, was published in 1979.2 Although the book was declared to be based on
Marxist-Leninist methodology, it was devoted to the analysis of traditional culture and did not
even mention the new Soviet holidays and the socialist traditions that were being created.

In order to analyse the situation of research on calendar celebrations during the Soviet
period, I will review the research on calendar festivals and holidays of the pre-Soviet period.
I will also define the place of calendar customs in the curricula of ethnography courses and
themes of diploma theses at Vilnius University during the Soviet period.

In order to understand the situation of the study of calendar festivities at that time, I will
also examine the relation between traditional and socialist calendar customs in textbooks and
academic ethnographic general publications, as well as in methodical publications and scientific

publications.
